2011 ASU Sun Devil Roster

Coach Dennis Erickson is entering

his fifth year as head football coach at
Arizona State University.

Five years – the time it takes to build
a solid college football program.
Haven’t you heard that before? You
have to give a coach time to recruit his
own players and fully institute his
brand of football.

So 2011 always figured to be a big
year for Erickson and his team.
Erickson seemed to be ahead of the
curve, when his Devils finished 10-3
and tied for the Pac-10 crown in 2007.
But the next three years have produced
less-than-glossy records of 5-7 in 2008,
4-8 in 2009 and 6-6 in 2010.

Many Sun Devil fans are restless,
ready for a winning campaign and a
big bowl game to complete the 2011
season. And that’s exactly what we
expect to happen.

Offensive coordinator Noel Mazzone
brought his version of the spread
offense to Tempe last year and the
results were certainly encouraging.
Steven Threet, an 11-game starter at
quarterback, threw for 2,534 yards and
18 TDs in 2010. But he was forced to
end his football career because of an
issue with concussions.

The new starter is junior Brock

Osweiller, who was brilliant in bringing
the Devils back against UCLA after
Threet was injured. His performance in
the 2010 finale versus rival Arizona
wasn’t nearly as good, but he did lead
his club to a big 30-29 double-overtime
win in Tucson.

Osweiler (6-8, 240) has a strong arm
and can hurt the opposition with his
scrambling ability. His 2010 stats
showed 797 yards passing for five
scores. He did not throw an intercep-
tion.

Behind Osweiler are three talented
freshmen – Taylor Kelly (6-1, 195), Mike
Bercovici (6-1, 200) and Michael
Eubank (6-5, 243). Kelly redshirted a
year ago. A true freshman, Bercovici
graduated early from high school and
showed off his big-time arm in spring
practice. Eubank, regarded as one of
ASU’s best recruits, is just arriving on
campus after leading Corona (CA)
Centennial High School to a nearly-per-

fect 2010 season. Who will grab the
backup position behind Osweiler?

Junior Cameron Marshall leads a
solid contingent of running backs for
Arizona State. Marshall (5-11, 212) is
the returning regular; he ran for 787
yards and nine TDs last year, while also
catching 21 passes for another 227
yards.

Sophomore Deantre Lewis (5-10,
193) was a valuable contributor a year
ago (539 yards rushing, 370 yards
receiving and six scores) and he was
slotted to back up Marshall once again
in 2011. But, unfortunately, Lewis was
injured in the offseason and has been
struggling to get back on the field. He
didn’t participate in spring practice and
his status for the upcoming season is
unknown at press time.

Fellow sophomore Kyle
Middlebrooks (5-8, 175)) was outstand-
ing in the spring and could see more
duty at running back. Junior Jamal

He turned in a great performance that day – passing for 380 yards and five TDs and
leading ASU to a come-from-behind 55-34 victory. If Osweiler performs well this year,
the Devils should be very, very good (Paynterʼs Pics).
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Miles (5-10, 178) is another dangerous
weapon for the Sun Devil offensive
attack.

Nearly everyone returns at the wide
receiver posts, including anticipated
starters Gerell Robinson (6-4, 222), Mike
Willie (6-4, 211) and Aaron Pflugrad (5-
10, 177) – all seniors. These three
receivers combined for 94 catches, 1,158
yards and 13 six-pointers last year.

Others pushing for playing time are
sophomore J.J. Holliday (6-0, 160), red-
shirt freshman Kevin Anderson (5-9,
175), senior George Bell (6-3, 204) and
junior A.J. Pickens (5-10, 168). The ASU
coaching staff was looking for a big
year from senior T.J. Simpson, who
checked in with 29 catches for 481
yards last fall. However, Simpson tore
an ACL in spring practice and he could
very well miss his entire senior season.

Senior Trevor Kohl (6-1, 238) returns
at tight end; he’s a valuable blocker,
especially in the running game. His
backups are sophomores Chris Coyle
and Max Smith.

The offensive line should be ASU’s
best in years. Senior Garth Gerhart (6-2,
296) is outstanding; he might be the

Pac-12’s best center. Barring injury, oth-
ers vying for starting positions are
sophomore Evan Finkenburg (6-6, 286),
junior Andrew Sampson (6-3, 296) and
seniors Aderious Simmons (6-7, 305),
Dan Knapp (6-5, 274) and Mike Marcisz
(6-5, 287).

There are rumblings that senior Brice
Schwab (6-7, 310) might redshirt if he
doesn’t earn a starting position in 2011.
Last year, Schwab was a highly-regard-
ed junior college transfer who was pen-
ciled in as a starter at one of the tackles.
But he didn’t perform up to expecta-
tions. He’s now 30 pounds lighter and
could be a player to watch for ASU
either this year or next.

Defensively, the Devils have plenty
of playmakers and could be one of the
nation’s best. To do so, they must limit
missed assignments and show good
discipline.

Of course, when you discuss the
ASU defense, you start with Vontaze
Burfict. It’s difficult to believe Burfict
will be back for his senior year in 2012.
He’s so good that he’ll likely declare
early for the NFL draft.

Burfict is in line to win a number of

conference and national awards. Last
year, the 6-3, 250-pounder finished with
90 stops, including 8.5 tackles behind
the line of scrimmage.

He’s surrounded by some very
familiar faces – including high school
teammates Brandon Magee (5-11, 230)
and Shelly Lyons (6-2, 228). Other vet-
erans competing for playing time are
seniors Colin Parker (6-1, 223) and
Oliver Aaron (6-0, 207). Talented
youngsters also in the picture are soph-
omore Anthony Jones (6-2, 218) and
redshirt freshman Wayne Bradford (6-0,
240), the heir apparent to Burfict.

The defensive line suffered a couple
of losses from a year ago; in fact, stand-
out Lawrence Guy surprisingly opted
to leave a year early for the NFL. Senior
DE James Brooks recently left the team
and will not play in 2011.

But ASU is solid up front with the
likes of DT William Sutton (6-2, 261),
DE Junior Onyeali (5-11, 241), DE
Jamarr Jarrett (6-5, 260) and DT Bo
Moos (6-0, 279). Sutton sat out the 2010
campaign with academic issues, but the
general consensus is he will be out-
standing this fall. Onyeali won Pac-10

laurels as a part-time starter last season.
Jarrett received some all-conference
recognition for his much-improved
play in 2010. Moos is a fine player who
has worked his way up the depth
charts and is looking for a big senior
year.

Right now, there appears to be a big
dropoff between the first- and second-
string defensive line. Developing good
depth is essential to the Sun Devil
cause. Watch for junior Corey Adams
(6-3, 273), junior Toa Tuitea (6-3, 285),
junior Greg Smith (6-3, 255), redshirt
freshman Joita Te’i (6-4, 271), sopho-
more transfer Davon Coleman (6-3,
262) and possibly even true freshman
Mo Latu (6-3, 306) to stage some fero-
cious battles for second-string status.

The performance of the players in
the secondary will go a long way
towards determining just how good the
ASU defense will be. You might say
that’s true of any defense. Agreed. But
it’s a deal-maker or breaker for the
Devils. Their front seven is good – real-
ly good – and their secondary still has
much to prove.

I think most ASU fans were thrilled
when All-Conference cornerback Omar
Bolden (5-10, 195) turned down a
chance to move on to the NFL and
chose to return for his senior year.
Unfortunately, Bolden – like Simpson –
sufferd a torn ACL during spring prac-
tice. He probably won’t play this year.

So ... the corners figure to be junior
Deveron Carr (5-11, 188) and sopho-
more Osahon Irabor (5-11, 173), while
senior Eddie Elder (5-10, 182) is nearly
a lock to start at one of the safety posi-

tions. The other safety slot will proba-
bly go to senior Clint Floyd (5-10, 193),
junior Keelan Johnson (6-0, 199) or
sophomore Alden Darby (5-10, 183).

Redshirt freshman Devan Spann (5-
11, 170) gained some valuable experi-
ence in the spring at cornerback and
could be a factor. Maybe a newcomer
like CB Rashad Wadood (5-10, 170), S
Ezekial Bishop (5-10, 184) or S Kevin
Ayers (6-0, 200) will play a vital role in
the months ahead, especially if injuries
occur. Carr – in particular – has had a
difficult time staying healthy over the
past two seasons.

Both kickers are new, since Thomas
Weber and Trevor Hankins used up
their eligibility. The placekicker is Alex
Garoutte, a talented but inexperienced
freshman.

Josh Hubner, a transfer from
Scottsdale CC, may need some time to
adjust to Pac-12 football, but he pos-
sesses a very strong leg and certainly
should get the job done.

Erickson has plenty of options as
kick returners, namely Middlebrooks,
Miles and maybe even JC transfer
Rashad Ross (6-0, 164).

But Belles still has plenty of weapons,
led by WR/HB Kendyl Taylor (5-11, 180)
and S Reggie Daniels (6-2, 176) – both
seniors.

Allen snagged 60 aerials for 915 yards
and six TDs. With success like that, it’s no

wonder than Coach Scooter Molander
will continue to rely on the duo. Oh, by
the way, they’re both just juniors too.

Another junior – Marche Dennard (5-
11, 200) – figures to lead the Broncos’ run-
ning game, while WR Matt Auran (5-10,
175, Jr.), WR Fred Gammage (5-11, 165,
Sr.), TE Robert Relf (6-3, 205, Jr.) and TE
Andrew Curtis (6-3, 205, Jr.) will serve as
additional targets for Bruggman. Auran
will also handle the punting chores for
Brophy.

In the trenches, the Broncos will be led
by center Alex Rosner (5-10, 210, Jr.) and
two-way tackle Dominic Riccitelli (5-11,
260, Jr.).

Also among the 35 returning lettermen
are secondary mates Matt Cahal (6-2, 185)
and Jake Faust (6-0, 180) – both seniors.

Molander sports a fine 50-18 mark in
his coaching career at Brophy. Watch for
the Broncos to take a big step forward
from last year’s 6-6 record.

“We should be much improved,” said
BASHA Head Coach Bernie Buskin. “We
play a tougher schedule, but our work
habits are unbelievably good. We are
excited.”

Buskin, with many successful years at
Mesa Mountain View on his resume, has
a sparkling 91-11 record as a coach in
Arizona. His overall mark is a nifty 163-
86.

He welcomes back a nice group of sen-
iors, including RB/CB Devin Reed (5-10,
180), OT Evan Sarver (6-5, 255), OG Drew
Mahooty (6-1, 270), QB Kyle Duran (6-1,
200) and WR Keenan Garland (5-10, 175).
Reed and Garland are both super-quick.

Defensive standouts include Reed, SS
Bryce Cole (6-1, 180, Sr.), CB Quinton
Delke (5-10, 180, Sr.), FS Boston Whitlow
(6-1, 180, Jr.), LB Blake Tamarkin (6-0, 210,
Sr.), LB Garret Kaiser (5-11, 200, Sr.) and C
Jared Humphries (5-11, 240, Sr.).

Well, Coach Norris Vaughn has really

Overall, Aguano will suit up 38 varsity
veterans from last year’s 7-4 unit.

Junior QB Darrel Garretsen (6-0, 190)
takes over for Brett Hundley, CHS’s all-
state field general who has moved on to

UCLA. Other Wolves to watch are RB/CB

Billy Freeman just might be the best
tight end in Arizona high school football
this year. This very imposing 6-3, 240-
pound senior is a mainstay for RED
MOUNTAIN, where Coach Ron
Wisniewski is back for his second year.

The Mountain Lions finished with six
wins in 11 outings in 2010 and
Wisniewski has a total of eight returning
regulars from that squad. Besides
Freeman, RMHS has OT/DT Viliami
Kolomatangi (6-3, 290), WR/DB Marcus
Brantley (5-9, 185), C/DE Quin Ficklin (6-
2, 230), junior MLB Dalton Kirk (6-2, 230)
and DT Jonah Reinholz (6-0, 240). Both
Kolomatangi and Brantley earned all-
region laurels last fall.

Another East Valley school looking for
playoff status is MESQUITE.

Lopez (5-10, 195, Jr.).

All-everything tackle Andrus Peat (6-7,
310) will provide plenty of power as
CORONA DEL SOL attempts to over-
come last year’s 1-10 slate. Peat is among
the most highly-regarded players ever to
play high school football in the State of
Arizona, following in the footsteps of his
brother, Todd Peat, Jr., now playing for
the University of Nebraska.

State
Football Championships in 1999, 2000,
2002, 2009 and 2010 with a second-place
finish in 2008?

As I’m sure you’ve noticed, the last
decade in Arizona prep football has pro-
duced some of the most dominant pro-
grams in our state’s history. And, without
question, CHAPARRAL qualifies as one
of those elite schools.

You never know until you play the

games, but more of the same appears to
be on the horizon for the Firebirds. Big-
time college prospects like WR/DB/KR
Davonte’ Neal, QB Connor Brewer and
DL Jarvis Lewis should keep Chaparral
opponents scrambling throughout the
2011 campaign.

We selected Neal (5-10, 175) as the
2010 Arizona Player of the Year after a
brilliant junior campaign. He’s basically
being recruited by everyone in the BCS.
Why not? As a junior, he totaled 551
yards, averaged 9.3 yards per carry and
tallied 12 six-pointers on the ground. As a
receiver, he checked in with 37 catches for

a whopping 907 yards and 11 more
scores. Defensively, he grabbed five inter-
ceptions. Neal also had another 758 yards
and six TDs on returns. A one-man
wrecking crew!

Brewer (6-2, 190) is back to lead the
Firebird offense once again. In 2010, he
contributed 148 completions in 222
attempts for 2,677 yards. He threw 37
touchdown passes against just six inter-
ceptions. A terrific leader, he’s already
committed to play next year for the
University of Texas.

Lewis, a 6-4, 240-pound (or bigger)
transfer from Raymond Kellis HS, has

they’ll test their talent against brand new
Division III opponents.

It
was one of the most thrilling playoff runs
in our state’s proud history.

Now THS must battle the likes of for-
mer 4A-1 stalwarts Saguaro and Peoria,
as well as 4A-2 pacesetters Cactus,
Williams Field and Liberty for honors in
the new Division III alignment.

Of course, having one of the state’s
best running backs back in uniform does-
n’t hurt the cause at all. That would be 5-,
180-pound Connor Hustead, who rushed
for 1,607 and 19 touchdowns in ‘10. He
figures to pick up where he left off last
fall.

Also back in uniform are senior line-
backers Troy Custer (5-9, 175) and Justin
Ganados (5-9, 185), who combined for
over 200 tackles last year. In fact, they
were the two leading tacklers on the
team.

Others to watch include ATH Jaquan
Pugh (5-9, 175, Sr.), RB/WR Kani Benoit
(6-0, 190, Jr.), OL Chris Livermore (6-4,
245, Sr.), OL Jacob Molina (6-3, 235, Jr.), SS
Robby Barnes (5-9, 180, Sr.), FS Eric
Wagner (5-9, 175, Jr.), WR/CB Scott
Beaudoin (5-9, 175, Sr.), OL Kyle Whiting
(6-0, 245, Sr.), CB Rick Cook (5-11, 170, Sr.)
and DL Jonah Draper (6-3, 275, Sr.).

The LIBERTY Lions have some quality
returnees from last season’s 9-2 club.
Coach Danny Filleman’s offense starts
with field general Andre Gattie (5-9, 175,
Sr.), who passed for 1,151 yards and 10
TDs a year ago. He also ran for 1,012
yards and 14 more scores.

His primary target this year should be
senior wideout Paul Panaccione (5-10,
170, Sr.), who grabbed 31 aerials for 633
yards and 10 TDs last time out.
Pannaccione also contributed four picks
from his secondary post. The top running

back returning to the lineup should be
senior Ryan Benedict (5-9, 175), a 600-
yard rusher from 2010.

Coach Jim Ellison has things going in
the right direction at ARCADIA. In his
three years with the Titans, Ellison has
directed his team to a 21-13 slate, includ-
ing a 6-5 mark in ‘10. And, on the plus
side, 30 veterans, including 16 regulars,
are back and the best of last season’s 6-2
JV should be ready to contribute.

Arcadia’s best should include LB
Andrew Bradway (5-10, 200), LB Alex
Bolton (6-0, 200), DE Jack Olson (6-3, 230),
RB Ryan Fochtman (5-10, 175), DB Josh
Anderson (5-10, 175), RB Sosaia Maafu (5-
11, 205), QB Cole Richardson (6-0, 190),
LB Dylan Saiam (6-1, 165), RB Vince
Roscoe (5-8, 160) and DE Drake Bennetch
(6-2, 218) – all seniors.

Coach Rich Wellbrock had a break-
through year at DESERT EDGE last fall,
when the young Scorpions advanced to
the 4A-2 state semifinals before losing a
heartbreaking double-overtime 24-17
decision to eventual champion
Thunderbird. The week before, in the
quarterfinals, Desert Edge had been on
the winning side of a 21-20 barnburner
versus #1 ranked Cactus. Overall, DEHS
wound up 10-3 on the season.

Five mainstays – WR/DB Anthony
Fletcher (6-3, 185, Sr.), QB Garrison
Garsha (6-1, 160, Sr.), RB/DB Tari Jones
(6-0, 175, Sr.), OL/DL Ryan Merriweather
(6-0, 260, Sr.) and RB/DB Kyle Woolard
(6-2, 190, Jr.) – lead a group of 24 return-
ing lettermen from that outstanding team.
Youngsters up from a 7-2 JV will also
help.

Veteran Coach Donnie Yantis is still at
the controls for PARADISE VALLEY.
Although the Trojans were just 2-8 last
year, we expect them to bounce back nice-
ly in 2011. With 26 letterwinners return-
ing, PVHS is definitely in the playoff
hunt.

The offensive attack will feature QB
Ryan Finley (6-4, 178, Jr.), WR Chandler
Crow (6-1, 170, Jr.), WR Dakota Ferch (5-
10, 175, Sr.) and RB Mikah Ruffino (5-7,
200, Sr.).

Handling the opposition in the trench-
es will be OT Taylor Cooley (6-4, 280, Sr.),
OL Patrick Johnson (6-4, 285, Jr.) and DL
Tony Gomez (5-8, 215, Sr.). Defensive

standouts are OLB Jack Fattalaheh (6-2,
205, Sr), LB Patrick Davis (6-1, 235, Sr.),
DB Aaron King (5-10, 175, Sr.) and Blake
Harris (6-2, 210, Jr.).

From 1-9 to 6-5 is a major improve-
ment. That was the difference between
2009 and 2010. GREENWAY even made it
to the first round of the 4A-2 playoffs last
year before bowing to #6 seed Mingus.
K.J. Anthony approaches his third season
as head coach for the Demons with high
hopes.

Eighteen lettermen, including 10
starters, are preparing for the opening
kickoff. Anthony expects leadership and
outstanding performance from OT/DT
Alfredo Moreno (6-3, 270), OT/DT Billy
McGregor (6-1, 240), QB Keith Graham (5-
10, 170), OG/DT Gabe Lamb (5-11, 250)
and WR/DB Marc Rodriguez (5-6, 160) –
all seniors.

Now beginning his fourth year at
MOON VALLEY is Coach Mark Smith.
He’s 15-18 over that period and 84-65 in
his head coaching career.

Six performers – OL/DL Deelan Price
(6-0, 230, Sr.), OL/DL Cody Edmonds (6-
2, 260, Sr.), OL/DL Vinny Trujillo (5-10,
245, Sr.), RB/DB Jac Davis (5-8, 160, Jr.),
WR/LB Anthony Smith (5-10, 170, Sr.)
and WR/DB T.J. Downs (5-9, 165, Sr.) –
will lead, seeking to improve on last
year’s 5-6 mark.

MARICOPA will face its share of chal-
lenges again this season. With the area
going through rapid growth a few years
back, the Rams have climbed from a 2A
school all the way up to the 4A-2
Conference and now into Division III.

Second-year Coach Cory Nenaber has
some good athletes; MHS nearly reached
the .500 mark last year, winning four and
dropping six games. And they have one
of the best players ever to wear a Ram
uniform in RB/DB Randel Barber (6-1,
185), who could parlay a great senior
campaign into a college scholarship to
play football. He has 4.5 speed.

Maricopa also has some decent depth,
thanks to the presence of RB/LB Brent
Miller II (5-11, 200, Sr.), RB/DB Kentrell
Coleman (5-11, 180, Jr.), OL/DL Jordan
Gusse (6-3, 295, Sr.), OL/DLMondo
Zuniga (6-1, 240, Jr.), TE/LB Franshua
Avila (6-0, 180, Jr.), OL/DL Jamar Allen
(5-11, 215, Jr.), OL/DLAnthony Martinez
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Holland takes over at AGUA FRIA. In his
many years as head coach for FHS,
Holland registered a fine 125-85 record.
His job is to help the Owls come back
from last year’s 3-7 ledger. He has 25 let-
terwinners, including 18 starters, back on
campus.

His best should be RB/DB Leandre
Vaughn (5-10, 160), RB/DB Keith
Huckaby (5-9, 170), QB Robert Singleton
(6-0, 165), OL/LB Joel Santeallano (5-10,
200) and WR/DB Anthony Baca (5-7, 140)
– all seniors.

Also keep an eye on RB/LB Elijah
Goodman (6-0, 180), OL/DLMaynard
Adam (6-1, 230), OL/LB Chris Shaver (5-
8, 190), WR/LB Mike Price (6-0, 190) and
TE/DL Kamryn Dotson (6-0, 220).

“This is our first year of varsity foot-
ball,” said Head Coach Max Ragsdale at
CAMPO VERDE. The Coyotes played an
independent schedule in 2010 and split
their 12 games. The junior varsity was
perfect – 9-0 on the year.

So it’s a very big year for CVHS and
the anticipated standouts are WR/DB
Brandon Flores (6-0, 160, Sr.), FB/LB Alex
Buppert (6-1, 220, Sr.), OL/DLMatt
Sokhy (6-2, 230, Sr.), WR/DB Marquon
Claiborne (5-10, 150, Jr.) and FB/LB Sean

Returning for his fifth year as head
coach at GLENDALE is Ben McIvor. It
has been tough for the Cardinals to get it
going; they were 2-8 last season and
stand at 9-32 in McIvor’s tenure.

An amazing 34 veterans return from
that squad, so Hernandez has some famil-
iar faces around. The passing game will
feature QB Levi Durnil (5-10, 175) and
receivers Daniel Robles (6-2, 180), Ghaleb
Al-Saleh (6-4, 225), Deon Blackshear (5-10,
180), Austin Myers (6-1, 170), Sergio
Iguagas (5-9, 160) and John Chernicky (6-
2, 195).
