When Dennis Erickson took over as head
coach of the Arizona State Sun Devils a year
and a half ago, he faced a number of chal-
lenges.

ASU didn’t have outstanding talent. The
Devils were getting manhandled in the
trenches, particularly on the defensive front.
And their record under Dirk Koetter had
been just a bit over .500 - 40-34 over six sea-
50ns.

He closed out the 2007 recruiting cam-
paign with a solid effort. His first Sun Devil
squad took advantage of a favorable sched-
ule, winning their first eight contests. Late-
season losses to Oregon and USC kept ASU
out of a BCS game, but Erickson’s crew still
finished the regular season with a lofty 10-2
mark and tied Southern Cal for the confer-
ence title.

Unfortunately, Texas blasted them 52-34
in the Holiday Bowl, but, all in all, the vast
majority of Sun Devil fans saw progress.

An even better recruiting haul, especially
in the state of Arizona, kicked off the 2008
calendar year and now the Devils are ready
to tackle a more challenging schedule that
includes highly-regarded Georgia as a non-
conference opponent.

Erickson has really gone to work on his
defense. His line has much better size, skill
and overall speed, although most of those
players are still young and inexperienced.
The up-and-coming linebackers are quick
and can cover sideline-to-sideline. The sec-
ondary is gaining better depth and talent.

Holdovers Dexter Davis (6-2, 252) and
David Smith (6-3, 288) should start at end
and tackle, respectively. Both have played

extensively in their Sun Devil careers. Davis
was excellent a year ago, registering 33 tack-
les, including 10.5 sacks.

Senior end Luis Vasquez (6-3, 260), a for-
mer JC transfer and one of Erickson’s first
recruits, should be much improved this fall.
The other tackle position could be manned
by sophomore Jonathan English (5-11, 304),
sophomore Sala Falahola (6-2, 310) or senior
Paul Unga (6-3, 262). Junior walk-on David
Bertrand (6-1, 283) demonstrated in the
spring that he could be a factor this season.

Redshirt freshmen James Brooks (6-4,
283) and Bo Moos (6-0, 285) may be ready to
contribute in 2008. Sophomore Jamarr
Robinson (6-2, 233) has moved into defen-
sive end from his linebacker post and looks
good. He had three sacks in the spring
game.

Highly-regarded recruits like Spencer
Gasu (6-2, 295), Lawrence Guy (6-5, 270) and
Jamaar Jarrett (6-5, 250) could also compete
for early playing time.

The linebacking corps returns nearly
intact from a year ago; only Robert James
has used up his eligibility and moved on. Of
course, replacing James won't be easy. He
was probably the biggest playmaker for the
2007 Sun Devil defense.

Juniors Travis Goethel (6-3, 233), Gerald
Munns (6-4, 238), Mike Nixon (6-3, 227) and
Ryan McFoy (6-2, 214) should garner most
of the minutes, although youngsters like

Oliver Aaron (6-0, 200), Colin Parker (6-1,
220) and Derrall Anderson (6-1, 222) are not
to be taken lightly.

Erickson has a good group of linebackers
who should really distinguish themselves in
the next year or two. How about the second-
ary?

Well, the Devils lost seniors Justin Tryon
and Josh Barrett, so there’s some rebuilding
to do. Honors candidates Troy Nolan (6-2,
207, Sr.) and Omar Bolden (5-10, 194, So.)
return to anchor this unit.

Joining Nolan at safety are Rodney Cox
(6-1, 215, Sr.), Max Tabach (6-2, 205, So.) and
Jarrell Holman (6-0, 203, Jr.).

Bolden’s teammates at cornerback are JC
transfer Terrell Carr (5-9, 180, Jr.), Travis
Smith (5-11, 188, Jr.) and Grant Crunkleton
(5-10, 187). Junior walk-on Pierre Singfield
(5-11, 195) could play his way into a scholar-
ship and a couple of incoming freshmen
might see the playing field.

Offensively, the Sun Devils are blessed
with ability and experience. If they can do
better up front, ASU should consistently
move the football.

It starts with senior Rudy Carpenter (6-2,
202). He's thrown for an incredible 7,998
yards and 65 touchdowns so far in his ASU
career. He'd love to lead his team to new
heights in 2008 — another high Pac-10 finish,
maybe a BCS bowl and so on.

If Carpenter is injured, junior Danny

Sullivan (6-5, 238) should be an able replace-
ment. He’s definitely improved while serv-
ing as Carpenter’s backup.

The running game features senior
Keegan Herring (5-10, 195), as well as jun-
iors Demitri Nance (5-10, 220), Jarrell Woods
(5-10, 212) and Shaun DeWitty (6-2, 227).

Herring has sprinted for 2,234 yards and
17 scores in three years of part-time duty for
the Devils. That career yardage total is good
enough for tenth place on the all-time list at
Arizona State. He could easily finish in the
top five.

Nance is a proven commodity, scamper-
ing for 500 yards and seven six-pointers in
2007. Woods, a former JC performer, is real-
ly getting his first opportunity to shine,
while DeWitty has good size and could
help, particularly as a pass receiver and
blocker. He redshirted last year.

One of the most celebrated recruits this
year is Ryan Bass, a 5-10, 200-pounder from
Corona, Calif. Provided he takes care of
some academic issues this summer and
qualifies for ASU admittance next month,
Bass might get a good look early in the sea-
son.

ASU has an outstanding group of
receivers — probably as good as at any time
in recent memory. Returning regulars like
senior Mike Jones (6-4, 203), junior Chris
McGaha (6-1, 193) and junior Kyle Williams
(5-10, 185) — who combined for 136 catches
for 1,959 yards and 17 TDs last year — are
being pushed for playing time by soph
Kerry Taylor (6-0, 191), senior Nate
Kimbrough (6-1, 208), junior Brandon Smith
(6-2, 213) and redshirt freshman T.J.
Simpson (6-0, 188).

And there’s remarkable talent on the
way, namely true freshmen like Gerell
Robinson (6-4, 210), Kemonte Bateman (6-1,
178), Jarrell Barbour (6-3, 200), A.].

The tight end position is a bit more chal-
lenging. Brent Miller, Tyrice Thompson and
Brady Conrad graduated; Dane Guthrie had
academic problems. Therefore, the trio of

senior Andrew Pettes (6-4, 259), junior Jovon
Williams (6-4, 231) and redshirt frosh Dan
Knapp (6-4, 250) must step up.

Junior college transfer Stanley Malamala,
who didn’t participate in spring drills, will
need to learn quickly to provide additional
support.

The offensive line took a lot of heat last
year, since the Devils gave up a crippling 55
sacks in 2007. Several veterans, including
center Mike Pollack (a second-round draft
pick of the NFL Indianapolis Colts), have
departed, so the O-Line is definitely the
biggest questionmark for this year’s team.

The starters figure to be (from left to
right) Jon Hargis (6-4, 310, So.), Shawn
Lauvao (6-3, 305, Jr.), Thomas Altieri (6-2,
300, Jr.), Paul Fanaika (6-6, 336, Sr.) and
Richard Tuitu’u (6-4, 353, Jr.), with Tom
Njunge (6-5, 280, Jr.) and Garth Gerhart (6-0,
305, Fr.) seriously pushing for first-team sta-
tus.

Sophomore Thomas Weber (6-1, 205) is a
tremendous placekicker (24-25 FG, 46-48
PAT), who might serve as the punter again
(39.3 yard average).

As you can see, this team has many
strengths, but some holes to fill.

The Devils might have to “win ugly”
every once in a while — perhaps more than
every once in a while.

But this ‘08 edition should win a lot and
keep the positive momentum going.

Hamilton, Brophy Lead Wide-Open Race
Desert Vista, Chandler, Mt. View Close Behind

Quick question? When's the last time
somebody other than Hamilton or Brophy
won the “big school” state crown in
Arizona?

Well, let’s see. Brophy won it last year.
Hamilton in 2006. Brophy in 2005. Hamilton
in 2004. Hamilton in 2003.

It was Mountain View, a 50-8 winner
over Ironwood, in 2002.

Well, don’t expect things to change much
this year. Our two favorites heading into the
2008 campaign are ... Hamilton ... and
Brophy. That's not to say upstart Desert
Vista — or even Chandler or Mountain View
— couldn’t put together a new run. But, on
paper, Hamilton and Brophy are still the
favorites.

First, the Huskies. Coach Steve Belles
steered his team through an undefeated reg-
ular season, earning the No. 1 seed entering
the playoffs. HAMILTON topped Mesquite
and Westwood in the first two rounds
before bowing to Brophy, 24-14, in the semi-
finals.

Belles has an unbelieveable 35 lettermen
back from that 12-1 varsity unit. Meanwhile,
neither the JV nor the Freshmen lost; both
were 9-0 on the season.

As usual, there’s college prospects every-
where, including WB/CB Drew Terrell (5-11,
182), CB Ryan Milus (5-10, 160), LB Anthony
Jones (6-2, 195), LB Rueben Robinson (6-3,
210) and DT Mike Sylvestre (6-3, 265).

As a junior receiver, Terrell snared 47
passes for 786 yards and seven TDs. Milus
had five picks last year and won the 5A-1
100 meters in the spring with a time of 10.56
seconds. Robinson has already committed to
Oregon State. And so on.

The offensive backfield should feature
QB Zak Hambsch (6-2, 187, Sr.), RB Zach
Bauman (5-10, 207, Jr.) and RB Dante
Alexander (5-10, 209, Sr.). Besides Terrell,
the receiving corps is well stocked with the
likes of wideouts Allante Wright (6-2, 187,
Sr.), Ethan Kipilii (5-10, 175, Jr.) and Steven
Hanson (5-9, 168, Jr.).

Also keep an eye on OT Alex Consenza
(6-3, 265, Sr.), OG Rhett Butler (5-10, 215,
Sr.), OG Justin Lalonde (6-0, 220, Jr.), OG
Spencer Lee (6-0, 218, Jr.) and DE Ruben
Rubio (6-0, 215, Sr.).

And in this corner are the BROPHY
Broncos. Coach Scooter Molander (34-6 at
BCP) has an incredible 36 letterwinners
returning from his state championship club
which won 12 of 14 contests in 2008. Gone

are Ray Polk, Bryan Berens, Drew Maggi
and friends. And talented TE/DE Billy
Sanders, an early commitment to Miami,
moved away.

But the Broncos are still loaded.
Headliners include DE Trenton Murphy (6-
5,235, Sr.) and DT Mike Tree (6-2, 240, Sr.),
both Division 1 prospects.

Additional support on defense will come
from OLB Adam Holzmeister (5-10, 195, Sr.),
ILB Matt Padilla (5-9, 200, Sr.), OLB Brandon
Bayardi (6-2, 215, 5r.) and DT Adam Nunez
(5-10, 235, Jr.).

Some serious rebuilding faces Molander
with his offensive attack, but he expects WR
Ryan Sunniga (5-11, 180, Sr.), RB Tim Auran
(5-11, 185, Sr.) and RB Max Leonesio (6-1,
190, Jr) to shine. Junior kicker John Wells (6-
0, 185) will also put up some points.

Is Devon Kennard the best high school
football player in Arizona’s history? Many
DESERT VISTA fans would say yes with-
out a moment’s thought.

I don’t think we know the answer to that
question yet. If he’s even better in 2008 than
he was in 2007, he could truly deserve that
accolade. One thing is for certain; he’s going
to be one of the top two or three most
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recruited players in our state’s history.

At 6-4 and 240 pounds, Kennard has 4.65
speed. He's an impressive running back, but
his real claim to fame is at defensive end.
Kennard merely registered 100 tackles with
25 sacks last season for the Thunder, a team
which finished 9-5, advancing to the 5A-1
finale. It looks as though Kennard will con-
tinue his playing career at Texas, Cal,
UCLA, USC or Arizona State.

Coach Dan Hinds has a total of 25 letter-
men back in uniform. Senior quarterback
Cole Pembroke (6-0, 195) will hand the
pigskin to Kennard and Marcus
Washington, another fine player for DVHS.
Washington, a 6-1, 200-pound senior, should
put up some big rushing stats this fall, if he
can stay away from injuries.

Senior TE Danny Mul (6-3, 230) and WR
Casey Bolina (6-2, 185) are go-to targets,
while linemen David Kraus (6-3, 300) and
Conner Wilson (6-0, 260) are mainstays in
the trenches.

Coach Jim Ewan at CHANDLER figures
to have another competitive bunch this year,
with the likes of RB/DB/RS Bryce Lamb (6-
1, 190), RB Jamil Hines (5-8, 208) and P Kyle
Trella (5-10, 166) — all seniors. But several

Will his squad fol-
low up their consecutive state championship
seasons (14-0 in 2006, 13-1 in 2007) with anoth-
er unbelievable campaign? Can the Coyotes
make it three in a row?

That's why we play the games.

On paper, they look terrific. And their
opponents in the 5A-2 ranks certainly expect
big things from Taylor’s team.

Davis will be searching for receivers like
Dashawn Briggs (6-3, 185, Sr.) and Jordan
Winston (6-1, 185, Sr.) for some big plays.
Toting the pigskin for the Jaguars will be Alyc
Rideout, a 5-9, 205 pound senior.

One of the leaders in the secondary should
be Tim Trinadade (5-7, 155, Sr.).

Coach Larry Allen at IRONWOOD wants
better production this year. In 2007 the Eagles
(5-7) barely made the playoffs and were elimi-
nated in the first round.

That's not typical for IHS, where 20 letter-
men return and things are looking up this fall.
There's a nice collection of skill position play-
ers, including the likes of QB/WR Tim Parker
(5-10, 180, Sr.), TE/DE Fletcher Hunt (6-4, 250,
Sr.), RB/QB/DB Bobby Hodge (5-10, 175, Jr.),
WR/CB Anthony Bugayong (5-10, 170, Sr.), RB
Darrin Spencer (6-1, 195, Jr.) and TE/LB Kalvin
Chavez-Venegas (6-2, 210, Sr.).

Big Caleb McGee (6-2, 240, Sr.) is a main-
stay in both lines.

What about the TOLLESON Wolverines?
They're another team coming off a so-so year
(4-6), but you know Coach Rich Wellbrock will
have his guys playing at a very high level
soon.

He also welcomes 20 varsity veterans back
on campus, including standouts Darnell
Woods (6-3, 175) and Eric Saenz (5-9, 170) -
both seniors. Woods is a QB/DB; Saenz is a
RB/DB. Both have 4.5-4.6 speed.

Besides Saenz, juniors Andrew Esparza (6-
1, 190), Patrick Browne (5-11, 185) and Chris
Garcia (5-10, 200) will carry the ball, while WR
Demarco Jordan (6-0, 165, Jr.) might be the best
receiver on the team.

The Wolverines have respectable size in the
lines, where Travis Easley (6-1, 265, Sr.), Daniel
Limon (6-4, 280, Jr.) and Michael Ayala (6-0,
235, Sr.) get the job done.

The CAMELBACK Spartans, under the
direction of Coach Daryl Phillips, are another
club on the fringe. They won four of 10 outings
last year and missed the postseason.

Watch for strong play from seniors Sean
Woods (5-9, 161), Greg Gurrola (6-1, 210),

Miguel Largo (6-2, 270), Meshack Watkins (5-6,
160), Channing Williams (5-9, 220), Demarcus
Stevens (6-1, 180) and Stephen Jack (6-5, 205).

Woods and Watkins are WR/DB types.
Largo and Jack are linemen. Stevens is a quar-
terback. Gurrola and Williams are linebackers.

Underclassmen to watch are LB Chris
Farley (5-10, 185), QB/DB Ron Garner (6-1,
181) and RB/DB Frankie Garcia (5-9, 179).

We may have LA JOYA ranked too low.
After all, the Fighting Lobos enter their fourth
varsity season, having shown improvement
each year. They were 2-8 in 2005, 4-6 in 2006
and 5-6 in 2007.

“We'll be better than last year,” says Head
Coach Mike Waters. If they are, senior flyer
Jeremiah Cornist will ring up some big stats.
This 5-9, 160-pounder rushed for over 1,600
yards and 20 TDs as a junior. He's already
received some all-state recognition and, despite
his small stature, will play major college foot-
ball in the years to come.

Eighteen other letterwinners, including sen-
ior receivers L.A. Massenburg (5-10, 170) and
Estevan Urbalejo (5-6, 160), provide support.
Best of the bunch are OG Mark Escobedo (5-10,
220, Sr.), OT Anthony Marks (6-1, 225, Sr.), LB
Daniel Borja (5-11, 180, Sr.) and LB Stephaun
Grant (6-0, 200, Sr.).

Last year was not kind to HORIZON.
Coach Steve Casey, 24-20 in his five years at
the helm for the Huskies, saw his guys suffer-
through a tough 2-8 campaign. Fortunately, 15
very determined lettermen return from that
team and are looking for a more typical foot-
ball season at Horizon.

The headliners should be RB/LB J.D.
Souder (6-0, 210), WR/DB Cru Casey (5-9, 160),
TE/DE Donaven Anderson (6-3, 195), DB
Connor Burks (5-11, 165) and WR/DB Eric
Stevens (6-0, 175) - all seniors.

Souder, in particular, is very well respected
by opposing coaches and should enjoy a fine
senior season.

Others to watch include WR/DB Matt
Colucci (6-0, 175, So.), OL/LB Sean Mahon (6-
0, 205, Sr.), WR/DB Shem Cawey (5-9, 140, Jr.),
OL/DL Philli Huibregtse (5-10, 210, Sr.), DL
Matt McArdle (6-0, 180, Jr.), K/WR Mark
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Stankovic (6-2, 200, Jr.), OL/LB Bobby Valencia
(5-9, 210, Jr.) and RB/OLB Nate DeFrietas (5-9,
180, Jr.).

Ed Cook is back for his second year as head
coach at BARRY GOLDWATER, where the
Bulldogs took six of 11 games last fall.
Unfortunately, there’s not much in the way of
experience on the roster this time. Only seven
lettermen, including just two starters, are still
available.

Cook is counting on stalwarts like HB/CB
Dan Martin (5-8, 155, Sr.), FB/LB Fred Harvey
(5-8, 160, Jr.), HB/LB Cody Lambson (5-9, 160,
Jr.), QB Joey Raimo (5-10, 160, Sr.), WR/CB
Matt Perez (5-11, 175, Jr.) and WR/SS Oda
Adenusi (6-0, 185, So.) to show the way.

Goldwater will benefit from a number of
good, young players who performed very well
for last year's 8-1 junior varsity. But adjusting
to varsity play could take a few games.

In his first year for the NORTH Mustangs
is Gary Cook. He inherits a team that finished
4-6 last year.

He anticipates the following seniors will
shine this year: WR/FS Dylan Peralta (5-9,
160), WR Richard Salas (5-8, 140), WR/SS
Adan Mendoza (6-1, 180), RB/LB Treven
Masse (5-11, 220), OL/DL Ricardo Zamodio (6-
2, 265), OL/LB David Angulo (5-11, 200),
WR/QB/CB Chris Chavez (5-8, 140) and DE
Junior Kinikini (6-2, 210).

Underclassmen on the radar are WR/CB
Ade Adenran, OL Angel Espinoza, RB/CB
Antuan Pete, QB Joseph Raya and RB/CB Tim
Tuggle.

Coach Will Babb is working hard at SUN-
RISE MOUNTAIN. His Mustangs were 2-8
last time out and are looking for better results
in 2008.

Babb's best players appear to be WR/DB
Jimmy Kerr (5-9, 175, Sr.), OL/DL Kyle Kward
(6-0, 250, Sr.), OL/DL Scott Kikes (6-0, 250, Sr.),
QB/DB Tyler Brown (6-0, 180, Jr.), RB/DB Scot
Nichols (5-10, 165, Ir.) and WR/DB Nathaniel
Fink (6-1, 180, Sr.).

Altogether, Sunrise Mountain has 16 varsity
veterans back, including nine regulars.

The CENTRAL High Bobcats will continue
their rebuilding process in 2008. Seven letter-
men return, all with starting experience.

Coach Todd Williamson is back for his third
year at Central, hoping to improve on the 1-9
ledger of a year ago. He's counting on RB/LB
Aaron May (6-0, 185, Sr.), WR/FS Rashawn
Lewis (6-1, 180, Sr.), QB/CB Ryan Knight (5-9,
160, Sr.), OL/DL Gus Beltran (6-3, 240, So.),
OL/DL Michael Valenzuela (5-10, 280, Sr.),
RB/LB Jer! Tenner (5-10, 170, So.), RB/LB
Dallas Nichols (5-9, 180, So.) and OL/DL
Kavion Thomas (6-1, 235, Jr.) to give opponents
fits.

Head Coach Jason Wilke and his VALLEY
VISTA Monsoon were 1-9 in their first year of
competition. But 38 letterwinners, including all
22 starters, may enjoy more success in 2008.
This new school in Surprise will go through
the normal growing pains of establishing a
football program, but a handful of players
have already shown leadership ability.

Wilke is pleased with the efforts of OL Kyle
Lillie (6-2, 265, Jr.), SS Kyle Rowland (5-9, 180,
Sr.), RB Charles James (5-7, 150, Jr.), RB Derek
McFadden (5-9, 195, Sr.), DL Daniel Tipton (6-5,
310, Jr.) and FS Isaiah Steele (5-8, 175, Jr.).

James and McFadden both possess 4.6
speed.
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Saguaro Has It Rolling in 4A-1
Chaparral, PV, Peoria to Challenge

It's tough to pick against the SAGUARO
Sabercats, who have won 27 of their past 28
games, including two 4A-1 state titles.

Coach John Sanders must work through
the loss of QB Tim Ruben, who merely ran
for 2,000 yards and passed for 2,000 yards a
year ago. That kind of production earned
him our awards for Phoenix Metro Player of
the Year and Arizona High School Player of
the Year in 2007.

This year’s edition of Sabercat football
will be especially strong in the trenches, led
by senior Corey Adams, a 6-4, 280-pound
bruiser. He’s a very highly regarded defen-
sive lineman who can pick where he wants
to play in college. He recently narrowed his
potential choice to Ohio State, USC and
Arizona State.

Adams had 24 sacks last fall. He'll also
see playing time at offensive tackle. Senior
Kody Koebensky (6-4, 295), another honors
candidate who recently gave an oral com-
mitment to ASU, is certainly a force to reck-
on with up front.

Sanders also has OT/DE Justin Jungblut
(6-6, 260), OL/DT Sebastian Sica (6-0, 265),
OL/LB Ben Bisgard (6-1, 225) and OL/DL
Elijah Housmyer (6-0, 255) - all seniors — to
knock opponents around.

That's not to say there isn’t talent in the
skill positions. Beau Burton, an elusive 5-10,
190-pounder, contributed 1,330 yards rush-
ing and 10 TDs as a junior. Max Smith (6-4,
255, Sr.) is a Division 1 recruit at tight end.
Wide receiver Paul Porras (6-0, 170) was last
year’s leading receiver, grabbing 40 balls for
1,032 yards, an incredible 25.8 yards per
catch.

The new signal caller appears to be sen-
ior Cole Rarrick. He’s 6-5 with a good arm.
Keep your eye on Rarrick.

Others to watch include K Steven
Chiappetti (5-9, 195), RB/LB Austin Swindle
(5-10, 190), QB /S Sam Wolfe (6-0, 180),
WR/DB Hunter Chasse (5-11, 170), WR /DB
James Minnick (5-10, 165) and WR/DB
Blake Norland (5-10, 170) — all seniors.

A total of 15 letterwinners are still avail-
able, along with members of last year’s 7-1
junior varsity.

“We lost in the state semifinals for the
third straight year,” says CHAPARRAL
head mentor Charlie Ragle. Maybe this is
the year the Firebirds bring home another
state crown, which they won in 1999, 2000
and 2002.

Ragle has a very good team coming back.

Sabercat running back Beau Burton (28) ran for over 1,300 yards and 10 scores last
season. Believe it or not, he averaged nearly 11.5 yards per carry. It might be more of
the same this season, especially with Saguaro’s strength in the offensive line
(Paynter’s Pics).

With 30 lettermen, including 14 starters,
ready to go, CHS should be among the elite
teams at the 4A-1 level.

One of the best defenders in the state is
senior DE Craig Roh. At 6-4 and 240
pounds, he has 35 scholarship offers from
the likes of USC, Miami, Notre Dame, LSU,
Michigan and ASU.

Roh will team with DT Derek Nsubuga
(6-0, 270), DT Ethan Lewis (6-3, 245) and DE
Taylor Lewan (6-6, 270) to form a rock-solid
defensive line.

Lewan, a transfer from Cactus Shadows,

figures to be the anchor of the offensive line.

He’s another Division 1 prospect and is
being recruited by a number of schools.

Ragle calls Spencer Stone “the best quar-
terback in the state.” He passed for 2,400
yards and 31 six-pointers last year, with
only six picks. Look for Stone (6-0, 185) to
find quality receivers like TE Tyler Williams
(6-3, 220, Sr.) and WR Brandon Martin (6-4,
200, Sr.) all year long,.

Linebacker Tommy Russell (6-1, 215) is
another playmaker on defense.

Coach Donnie Yantis has 13 starters
returning at PARADISE VALLEY. A strong
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running game, sparked by Tyree Parker (5-
11, 200, Jr.), Ebo Makinde (6-0, 170, Sr.), Jake
Brown (6-0, 200, Jr.), Jess Harper (6-0, 230,
Sr.) and David Godley (6-0, 180, Sr.), should
aid the Trojans as they battle for region and
state honors.

During a brilliant sophomore season,
Parker accounted for 1,400 yards rushing
and 22 scores. Makinde will also catch his
share of passes and excel on returns; he’s
headed to Boise State University next year.
Both have 4.4-4.5 speed.

Also back from last year’s 9-3 squad are
senior headliners like SS Dyland Barys (6-2,
190), K/P Danny Compton (5-10, 190),
OG/NG Andrew Fajarpo (5-11, 250), WR
Johnny Galvez (5-9, 165), C Jon Maya (6-0,
270), OT/DE Craig Lazenby (6-3, 215, Sr.)
and FS Weston Diehl (6-2, 170).

Could be a really good year at PEORIA,
where Coach Doug Clapp has 29 varsity
veterans on hand, including the dynamic
Jamal Miles, who merely posted totals of
1,630 yards rushing with 38 touchdowns. He
has 4.4 speed and should definitely be play-
ing major-college football next year.

Also back from last year’s 10-3 club are
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WR Jeremy Dang (6-3, 217) and QB Vinnie
Spano (6-1, 205). Both are honors candi-
dates. Dang grabbed 32 passes for 800 yards
and nine six-pointers last fall. Spano con-
tributed 1,676 yards passing with 16 TDs.
Juniors K.J. Bowen (5-11, 165) and Shaun
Murrell (5-9, 160) will also catch their share
of Spano aerials in 2008.

Coach Clapp is counting on seniors
Micky Walter (6-1, 205) and Andrew Castro
(5-10, 185) in the offensive line, while the
defensive troops will be led by LB Anthony
Harrington (6-1, 212), LB Daniel Hawkins
(5-11, 222, Sr.), DB Jeremy Sawyer (5-10,
175), DL Anthony Martinez (5-10, 225) and
DE/LB Michael Rodriguez (6-0, 195). The
Panthers could be making a short trip over
to the University of Phoenix Stadium next
December to play for the 4A-1 crown.

Of course, as always, the CACTUS
Cobras will have a role to play in determin-

ing this year’s state champion. Coach Larry
Fetkenhier has a good group back, head-
lined by DL Apollo Ford (6-2, 238), OL Chris
Putton (6-5, 281) and RB Mike Brown (5-11,
193).

Ford was in on 55 tackles last year.
Putton should be among the best O-
Lineman in the state. Brown has run for
2,631 yards and 31 touchdowns in his career
so far, including 1,370 last fall.

Fetkenhier’s 2007 club went into the
playoffs as the No. 2 seed, but were upset
30-28 by McClintock in the first round.
Altogether, 37 lettermen return from that
team which won nine of 11 contests. By the
way, Fetkenhier’s overall record at CHS is a
remarkable 228-59-3.

This Cactus team should be a good one
defensively, with the likes of Ford, DE Zack
Minter (6-2, 239), LB Ben Monarrez (6-0,
207), DB Kandon Thomas (6-1, 185), DB
Philip Pollock (6-1, 181), DB Ryan Westcott
(6-1, 178) and DB Austin Brunke (5-10, 168)
— all seniors.

Anchoring the offensive line will be
Putton, plus bookend seniors Sam Roman
(5-11, 268) and Bryce Wester (5-11, 268).

“Jake Jarvis, Jordan Priziva and Spencer
Campbell all return with First-Team All-
Region honors from last season,” says
PRESCOTT head mentor Lou Beneitone.
“But many of our spots on both offense and
defense will be filled with younger players
getting experience.”

Jarvis (6-1, 205) is a running back-defen-
sive back. Pruziva (6-3, 220) will see time at
both tight end and defensive end. Campbell
(5-11, 260) is a two-starter at offensive guard
and defensive tackle. All three are twelfth-
graders.

Also returning for the Badgers (7-5 in
2007) are WR /DB Brian Scates (6-1, 185, Jr.),
QB/DB Josh Chavez (6-2, 180, Sr.), WR/DE
Nick Randall (6-4, 200, Sr.), OL Junior
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Vicente (6-0, 240, Jr.), OL Michael Bowman
(6-2, 220, Jr.) and OL/LB Colin Morgan (5-
10, 190, Jr.).

The McCLINTOCK Chargers have some
good size and decent speed heading into the
fall campaign.

Best of the big boys up front are OG/DT
Cesar Acosta (6-2, 282, Sr.), OT /DT Daniel
Robles (6-1, 285, 5r.) and OG /DT Michael
Muniz (5-11, 240, Sr.).

Senior QB Eric Urry (6-1, 175) will guide
the offensive attack and throw the ball to
WR Auston Johnson (6-1, 175, Sr.) and TE
Robert Kane (6-2, 195, Sr.). Running backs
Hayden Tippett (5-9, 185, Jr.), Anthony
Shivers (5-9, 175, So.), and Jabril Gipson (5-
10, 255, So.) will get the majority of the car-
ries.

Kicker Xavier Carrillo, a 5-11, 165-pound
senior, is another plus for the Chargers (5-7
last year). A total of 13 letterwinners (seven
starters) return for Coach Mike Gibbons.

Shane McCullen could be one of the best
football players ever to wear the APACHE
JUNCTION uniform. At 6-2 and 194
pounds, he has outstanding speed (4.55).
McCullen rushed for over 1,500 yards and a
dozen scores as a junior. He'll also see action
in the secondary before moving on to ASU
next year.

But, if the Prospectors are to improve on
last year’s 6-6 ledger, others must step up
for Coach Rich Milligan. AJHS does have 15
lettermen, including 11 starters, still avail-
able.

Other mainstays figure to be OL/LB
Danny Flores (5-10, 205, Sr.), OL/DL Rusty
Fernando (6-2, 195, Sr.), RB/LB Justin
Ferman (6-2, 225, Sr.), RB/LB Mike T. aylor
(6-0, 190, Sr.), QB/LB Nate Scola (5-11, 190,
Jr.), OL/DL Cy Maughmer (6-2, 265, Jr.) and
WR/DB Jeff Wyman (6-0, 180, Sr.).

Maybe some youngsters from last year’s
JV will help, although that group was 2-6
last time out. This club may not win it all,
but a spot in the quarters or semis is certain-
ly possible.

SUNNYSLOPE has a proud football his-
tory, but 2007 was not kind to the Vikings,
who finished with a 2-8 record. Coach Tim
Mayfield is pleased to report that he has
seven starters on offense and eight starters
on defense back in the fold.

“Our team weakness will be our youth,”
says Mayfield. “We are playing a lot of
young athletes.”

His best returnees are OL Del McArdle
(6-0, 240), RB Jesse McGrath (5-11, 210) and
RB/WR Fabian Hill (6-2, 185).

Sunnyslope fans are also expecting a big
year from DE John Captiotti (6-1, 225), QB
Ben Maraz (6-1, 205), RB Khasi McDaniel (5-
8, 170), FS Alfie Gonzales (5-8, 155), SS
Preston Morrow (5-11, 170) and OL /LB
Bryce Altaffer (5-9, 175).

Others to watch are QB/WR Tom Craft,
WR Michael Bolinger, LB Grady Callaghan,
OL Jerry Silversmith and LB Tim Hubman.

OL Dejan Vuckovic (6-0, 220, Sr.), DE Taylor
Christensen (6-5, 215, 5r.), DL Michael
Eberts (6-2, 265, Sr.), OL Cole Nasser (6-0,
220, Sr.) and WR Ryan Cowles (6-0, 180, Jr.).

In particular, watch for Thoreson and
Moore to play good football all year long.

Last year the AGUA FRIA Owls missed
Everson Griffen, our 2006 Arizona Player of
the Year who took his football skills to USC.
Of course, every team would miss a player
like that.

They did make the playoffs, but were
eliminated in the first round and finished 4-
7 on the year. Coach Kelly Epley hopes his
12 returning regulars can lead this year’s
team to a higher level. The best of the Owls
are QB Paul Patterson (6-1, 185, Jr.), RB/LB
Brian Lawrence (5-11, 180, Sr.), TE/DE

Replacing quarterback Sean Renfree
will be the number one job for Coach Scot
Bemis at NOTRE DAME PREP. 2007 was
a breakthrough year for the young school
from Scottsdale; the Saints won the 4A-2
state title in only their sixth year of exis-
tence.

Renfree, now on his way to play col-
lege football at Duke, was fantastic, con-
necting on 197 of 357 passes for 3,353
yards and 41 scores. He threw for 423
yards and five TDs against Mingus in the
title game, as Notre Dame took a 49-32
decision. We selected Renfree as our
Arizona High School Quarterback of the
Year for his terrific play.

Bemis was also chosen our Coach of
the Year, so the Saints (13-1 last year)
won'’t sneak up on anybody this fall. The
offense should still have plenty of fire-
power, with RB Patrick Foley (6-0, 180,
Sr.) and WR Andy Wilder (6-3, 195) set-
ting the pace. Foley won the 100 meters
last spring, while Wilder had nearly 900
yards receiving along with 11 scores in
‘07. It’s possible Wilder might even get a
chance at quarterback to see if he can
help there.

Other contributions when the Saints
have the ball should come from TE Garret
Riggio (6-4, 235, Sr.), FB/TE Ryan
Reardon (6-1, 220, Sr.), FB Anthony Greco
(6-2, 215, Sr.), WR Taylor MalenFunt (6-2,
190, Sr.), RB Andrew Stutz (6-0, 195, Sr.)
and linemen Blair Tushaus (6-3, 265, Jr.),
Matt Kron (6-0, 240, Sr.), Ian Montague (6-
2, 290) and Matt O’Connor (6-2, 205).

Most of these players will play defen-

There are some great prep football pro-
grams in Arizona. Hamilton and Brophy are
the current powerhouses in 5A-1, after years
of domination by Mesa Mountain View.

Centennial has captured two straight 5A-
2 crowns, while Saguaro has been nearly
perfect the last couple of years in 4A-1.

No one — and I mean no one — can top
what COOLIDGE has accomplished under
Head Coach Carlo Hernandez. The Bears
have been to the finals six of the last eight
years, winning two titles and compiling a
remarkable 86-14 ledger along the way.

Coolidge had taken the state crown in
2005 and 2006, but Show Low made the
Bears settle for second place in 2007. What
about 20087

Well, Coach Hernandez returns a total of
13 starters and nine other lettermen from
last year’s 10-3 club. By the way, the JV was
loaded (7-1), so there’s more good, young
players on the way.

Offensively, it all starts with QB Charlie
Garrett (5-8, 160). The talented youngster
threw for 906 yards and ran for another 655
yards, participating in 19 touchdowns alto-
gether.

He has help. Senior RB Jeremy White (5-
7, 160) ran for 1,000 yards, while wideouts
Kevin Mitchell (5-8, 155, Sr.) and Julien
Nunez (5-8, 155, 5r.) combined for 33 catches
for nearly 400 yards in ‘07.

The anchors of the O-Line are Clay
Gillespie (6-2, 230) and Nuke White (5-10,
230) - both senior honors candidates.

The leader on defense is senior Eric Liles,
a 5-11, 200-pound sparkplug at linebacker.
He merely contributed 127 tackles and 4.5
sacks last fall and is a returning all-stater.

Other prime players on this side of the
football are LB J.D. Harris (6-0, 170, Sr.), LB
Ryan Yucupisio (5-9, 160, Sr.), DE Brian
Johnston (5-10, 180, Sr.) and CB Jayrome
Cade (5-9, 170, Sr.).

Gillespie, Nuke White, Jeremy White and
Kevin Mitchell, previously mentioned in
this preview, should also all start on
defense.

WICKENBURG is dangerous. After
reaching the 3A finale in 2006, the Wranglers
are hungry for a football state champi-
onship.

Head man Norris Vaughan (35-4 in his
three years at WHS) has 18 letterwinners —
including 14 starters — back from a unit that
won 11 of 12 outings last season.
Wickenburg is big and powerful in the lines,
thanks to performers like OG/DT Blake
Crissman (6-3, 255), OL/DT Alex Napoles
(6-8, 310), TE/DE Dallas Mills (6-3, 190), DE
Corey Carr (5-11, 185), OL Benito Moliva (6-
0, 195) and ].C. Langley (6-0, 230) — all sen-
iors.

Skill position players of note include the
following seniors: RB/DB Sheldon Murphy
(5-8, 160), RB/CB Enrique Bernal (5-9, 161)
and RB/LB Chance Thompson (5-9, 171).

Others to watch are OL/DT J.C. Langley

Bryan Burke could be the best football
player in the 3A ranks this year. He suits up
for PAYSON and is a dynamite two-way
performer at defensive end and offensive
tackle. Burke is already 6-5 and 219 pounds,
with 4.8-4.9 speed. We expect plenty of
Division 1 scholarship offers for this young-
ster.

Coach Josh Anderson is in his third year
at PHS and has real talent in the program
(8-4 varsity, 7-1 JV in 2007), although only
three starters besides Burke are back and
ready to make some noise. Keep an eye on
the Longhorns early in the year.
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The Longhorns will hit you hard with
the likes of OT/DE Matt Wilson (6-6, 250,
Sr.), OG/NT Schaffer Keith (6-1, 240, Jr.) and
C/DT Logan Garner (6-0, 240, Jr.).

They’ll also run by with offensive main-

Payson is an interesting team that could
challenge for region and state honors.

FOUNTAIN HILLS might fare better
than a year ago, when the Falcons split their
regular-season schedule and lost in the first
round of the playoffs. Coach Jim Fairfield
has a very respectable 95-72 mark in 16
years at FHHS, so Falcon fans are accus-
tomed to winning football games.

A dozen starters are back and the junior
varsity posted a perfect 8-0 slate last year.
Fountain Hills is loaded with people who
handle the pigskin, namely RB/OLB Rob
Rossfeld (6-1, 210, Sr.), TE/MLB Zach
Rollings (6-2, 240, Sr.), WR/FS Andrew
Leger (6-4, 195, Sr.), WR/DB Jordan Henshn
(6-0, 175, Jr.), RB/OLB Conor Brinton (5-10,
175, Jr.), RB/LB Ethan Hodge (5-11, 175, Sr.)
and RB/LB Mike Craig (5-10, 195, 5r.).

Best in the trenches are seniors Conor
Ruppert (5-11, 255), Steve Armour (6-0, 205)
and Scott Moore (6-0, 225).

Rich Hoyt assumes the head coaching
position at ESTRELLA FOOTHILLS, where
the Wolves finished 5-5 last year and missed
the playoffs. Thirteen varsity returnees will
try to do better in ‘08. Even though Hoyt is
new to EFHS, he sports an impressive 136-
88-5 head coaching record in his career.

Michael Malko (5-9, 170, Jr.) will direct
the offensive attack from his quarterback
position. He’s a very capable leader. The
running game will feature Brett Hickman (5-
8, 155, Sr.), Wes Budge (5-11, 170, Jr.),
Crockett Colbert (6-1, 170, Sr.) and Nijhel
Simmons (5-10, 170, Jr.). Colbert is the
quickest, with 4.6 speed.

The lines are comprised of top-notch
underclassmen like Michael Bentley (5-11,
240, So.), Garrit Speckhard (6-1, 170, Jr.) and
Travis James (6-1, 190, Jr.). Senior Gene
Olivarez (5-11, 250) will also contribute.

A number of other players, including a
few up from last year’s 7-2 |V, must really
develop for the Wolves to win more than
they lose.

Another team in the middle of the pack
and fighting to move up - at least on paper
—is SANTA CRUZ VALLEY. The Dust
Devils wound up 6-5 last season, bowing
out of the playoffs in the first round with a
32-13 loss to Coolidge.

Long-time football fans will remember
the days when Santa Cruz dominated their
rivalry with Coolidge — the days when great
players like Art Malone, Paul Ray Powell,
Benny Malone, Larry Shorty, [immy Malone,
Mike Cade, Mossy Cade, Eddie Cade and so
many more were just unstoppable.

Coach Al Ocampo hopes to get the kids
from Eloy back to those glory days, but
there’s some work to do. A solid core of 14
lettermen are back for the Dust Devils,
including QB/DB Daniel Casillas (5-9, 170,
Sr.).

He has some quality linemen protecting
him, players like OG/LB Anthony
Carvantes (5-8, 165), C/DT Travis Douglas
(6-1, 275), OT/DE Drew Ruiz (6-2, 270),
TE/DE Jesus Estrella (5-11, 200), OT/DT

OL /DL Sabas Garcia (5-10, 220, So.),
QB/WR Jace Hunsley (5-10, 160, So.) and
FB/LB Cade Clemans (5-11, 190, So.).

Times are tough at GLOBE right now,

where the Tigers are working hard to turn

around last year’s 2-8 record. Head mentor
Mike O’'Neal has 15 letterwinners to build
around. Unfortunately, competition in the
3A South Region can be particularly brutal.

Globe does have good size and a nice
collection of athletes trying to make big
plays.

The linemen to watch are two-way play-
ers Manny Bejarano (5-11, 205, Sr.), Anthony
Curtis (6-0, 230, Sr.), Paul Curtis (6-1, 220,
Sr.), Alex Cassa (6-1, 290, Jr.) and David
Romos (5-9, 225, Sr.).

Mr. Everything — senior Brady Wager (6-
1, 175) — will see action at quarterback, run-
ning back, linebacker and defensive back.
Others in the picture are RB/DE Nathaniel
Smith (5-10, 190, Sr.), TE/FS Billy Kidd (6-3,
190, Jr.), WB/OLB Damon Valencia (5-9, 170,
Sr.), WR/DB Michael Cruz (6-2, 175, Sr.) and
RB/OLB Joey Smevyers (5-8, 160, Sr.).

Coach Bill Morgan is putting together
quite a run at VALLEY CHRISTIAN. His
Trojans are 33-4 over the past three years.
They won the 2A title in 2005, finished sec-
ond in 2006 and advanced to the semifinals
last year.

This year’s squad will feature Jordan
Morgan, an outstanding player with multi-
ple skills.
