Who knows how good the Sun Devils
will be in 20077

A new head coach.

Almost a complete turnover in the coach-
ing staff.

A returning quarterback who looked ter-
rific as a freshman but only so-so as a soph-
omore, although he was injured for part of
the year.

A solid group of running backs, but an
unproven receiving corps.

An experienced, talented offensive line
with very little depth.

A defensive line in transition.

Talent but uncertainty at linebacker. The
same in the secondary. Ditto for the kicking
gﬂ[’l"le.

Under Dirk Koetter, ASU never seemed
to find its way. When Frank Kush was the
coach, the Sun Devils were good just about
every year. Some years, they were great.

With the likes of Darryl Rogers, John
Cooper and Bruce Snyder running the show,
the Devils were at least an elite team every
once in a while. Under Koetter, ASU wasn’t
good at all in Pac-10 showdowns. In fact,
quite often, they weren’t even competitive.

With a title-winning Division 1 coach like
Dennis Erickson calling the shots, will
Arizona State become a constant contender
for the Pac-10 crown? How ASU plays this
year should give us some clues.

The key man on offense, once again, fig-
ures to be signal caller Rudy Carpenter.
Now a 6-2, 199-pound junior, Carpenter led
the nation in passing efficiency as a fresh-

man, throwing for 2,273 yards and 17 scores.
Last season, with a very young group of
receivers, he finished with 2,523 yards and
23 TDs, while throwing 14 interceptions. His
completion percentage dipped from 68% in
2005 to 55% in 2006.

The running game is definitely a
strength. Senior Ryan Torain (6-1, 213) was
even better than advertised as a junior col-
lege transfer. He rushed for a whopping
1,229 yards and seven six-pointers in his
first year in Tempe.

And there’s quality depth with junior
Keegan Herring (5-10, 186) and sophomore
Dimitri Nance (5-10, 204). Another JC trans-
fer — soph Jarrell Woods (5-10, 210) — could
contribute right away. Herring scampered
for 549 yards and six touchdowns in a back-
up role last year. Nance played as a true
freshman, ran for 229 yards and really
began to push for playing time with an out-
standing spring practice.

ASU has a bevy of young receivers, but
which ones will shine this fall? Both
Brandon Smith (6-2, 200) and Kyle Williams
(5-10, 185) — a couple of sophomores —
appear headed for stardom. Another sopho-
more — former Moon Valley standout Chris
McGaha (6-1, 189) — isn’t far behind.
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Others expected to grab some passes for
the Sun Devils are the always-present Rudy
Burgess, junior Mike Jones, junior Nate
Kimbrough and converted running back
Rodney Glass.

Erickson wants Burgess to close out his
collegiate career as a receiver. He has played
running back and cornerback for ASU in the
past. Jones actually led the Sun Devil wide-
outs last year with 20 receptions for 318
yards. Kimbrough is coming back from torn
ACL surgery. And Glass won the California
state championship in the 100 meters a cou-
ple of years ago. He's among the fastest
players in all of college football.

There’s adequate depth at tight end, but
the loss of Zach Miller to the NFL will hurt.
He opted to skip his senior year and play
for pay on Sundays. His older brother Brent
Miller (6-5, 237) inherits the job; he was the
starting H-Back last year, snagging 11 aerials
for 173 yards. Others to watch include Jovon
Williams, Tyrice Thompson, Dane Guthrie,
Lance Evbuomwan and Brady Conrad. Are
any of these guys playmakers?

Up front, the Devils have plenty of size
and experience, but not enough proven
backup players. Seniors Mike Pollak (6-4,
292), Brandon Rodd (6-4, 303), Zach Krula



(6-7, 320), Robert Gustavis (6-3, 303) and
Julius Orieukwu (6-7, 317) will join forces
with junior Paul Fanaika (6-6, 359) and
sophomores Richard Tuitu’u (6-4, 350) and
Shawn Lauvao (6-3, 307) to open holes for
the vaunted ASU running game and pro-
vide protection for Carpenter and friends in
the passing game.

Defensively, the line lost a couple of
starters to graduation. Not only must
Erickson replace Jordan Hill and Kyle
Caldwell, he has to upgrade this group.

Back and ready to go are returning regu-
lars Dexter Davis (6-4, 247, So.) and Mike
Marquardt (6-4, 295, Sr.). JC All-American
Luis Vazquez (6-3, 247) is competing with
holdover Kellen Mills (6-3, 243) at a defen-
sive end post, while junior David Smith (6-
3, 280) might be the game one starter oppo-
site Marquardt at defensive tackle. Who
knows if any of the other recruits can move
up the depth chart quickly and make a
major contribution this fall?

Based on spring practice, the starting
backers could be recent Phoenix College
recruit Morris Wooten (6-1, 237, Jr.) in the
middle and sophomores Ryan McFoy (6-2,
201) and Travis Goethel (6-2, 229) on the
outside.

It's likely that a number of players —
including Gerald Munns, Mike Nixon,
Robert James and Chad Lindsey — will see
significant action while the coaches sort out
which players can do the job.

In the secondary, Josh Barrett is the pace-
setter. This 6-3, 231-pound safety is a terrific
player with absolutely unbelievable speed.
Justin Tryon (5-10, 180, Sr.) is slated to start

avoid injuries and be consistent throwing the football (Paynter Pics).

at one corner, while juniors Troy Nolan (6-2,
204) and Jeremy Payton (6-1, 210) will battle
for playing time at the other safety slot. The
corner position opposite Tryon is unsettled,
so it’s possible that heralded freshman
Omar Bolden (5-11, 200) could be a factor
there.

Senior Jonathan Johnson averaged 41.5
yards per punt last year and he’s back.
However, a talented but unproven fresh-
man, Thomas Weber, is the new placekicker.

Just about anything could happen this
year. I think the Devils could finish any-
where from third to eighth in the Pac-10.

Headliners figure to be
Covaughn DeBoskie, Gerell Robinson and
Patrick Jamison.

DeBoskie, a 6-0, 192-pound running
back-cornerback, is being heavily recruited
by most major college powers. He ran for
1,300 yards last year and, provided he stays
healthy, should be absolutely stunning as a
senior. He has 4.43 speed in the 40.

Robinson, who made a verbal commit-

He
has good speed and will team with fellow

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open holes for DeBoskie and provide protec-
tion for Robinson.

Belles welcomes back a total of 10
starters and has quality help on the way
from last fall’s undefeated (9-0) junior varsi-
ty.

We thought so much of his
game-by-game production that we named
Dion Jordan our 2006 State Underclassman
of the Year (see page 24AZ).

In fact, Chandler’s skill-position players
are outstanding. The quarterback should be
senior Payton Lacivita (6-1, 170), who will
be handing the ball to running backs Harold
Bernard (6-1, 185, Sr.), Steven Jackson (5-10,
200, Sr.) and Bryce Lamb (6-1, 185, Jr.).
Seniors Archie Woulard (6-3, 185) and
Michael Dunn (5-11, 165) will flash their
speed at the wideouts, while Bernard and
honors candidates Marc Anthony (6-1, 185,
Sr.) and Lee Peyton (5-8, 165, Sr.) will roam
the secondary.

Thirty-five let-
terwinners are back in uniform from last
year’s 9-3 squad and the graduates from an

The Broncos, for the third straight sea-
son, will have Bryan Berens at quarterback.
This 6-2, 210-pound senior has been a big
part of Brophy’s recent success. He should
have a terrific senior year.

Kennard, a 6-3, 240-pound junior, is a rising
star at running back and defensive end.

Junior Cole Pembroke (6-1, 200, Jr.) fig-
ures to start at quarterback and Conner
Wilson (5-10, 245, Jr.) is a two-way standout
on the line. Plenty of firepower for the
Thunder.

BASHA improved to 11-3 in 2006, a real
breakthrough season for the Bears. Watch
for more of the same this fall.

Every year we send out a questionnaire to
the varsity football coaches in the Phoenix
Metro area, asking for information about their
team for the upcoming season. And we also
want to know what opposing squads should
fare well.

That's how we put our rankings together.
Well, this year in the 5A-2 classification, estab-
lishing a Preseason No. 1 team is very simple.
The CENTENNIAL Coyotes, coming off their
first football state championship season in
school history, are the nearly unanimous choice
of the coaches to win the title again. And why
not?

Let’s start with Coach Richard Taylor, our
2006 Arizona Coach of the Year (see page 1AZ).
The veteran coach guided his Coyotes to a per-
fect 14-0 record last time out; he now sports a
classy 100-54-3 mark in his 15 years at
Centennial.

Of course, it doesn’t hurt to have at least
four Division 1 prospects scattered among 29
returning lettermen. Some youngsters from last
year’s 7-2 JV will also see playing time.

But the leaders should be QB Scott Burgett
(6-2, 211), WR/CB/KR Jarrell Barbour (6-1,
185), TB/CB Jeff Hughes (5-11, 190) and OL
Zack Schlink (6-5, 290) - all seniors.

Burgett won all-region honors last year,
throwing for 2,000 yards and 27 touchdowns
with only four interceptions.

“Barbour is the most gifted player on our
team,” says Taylor. He’s a big-time prospect as
both a wideout and defensive back.

Hughes was also an all-region pick on
offense, running for 1,700 yards and 25 scores.

Davey (6-1, 210), WR/DB Carlton Hooks (6-1,
170), QB /DB Daniel Flores (5-9, 165), TE/DE
Antonio Tarver (6-1, 205), QB/DB Darnell
Woods (6-2, 170), RB Eric Saenz (5-9, 165),
RB/LB Tim Hullaby (5-11, 215), FB/DT Warren
Fernandez (5-9, 200) and OL /DL Jules Henry
(6-6, 280).
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All are seniors except Woods and Saenz.
Both Fields and Saenz have 4.5 speed. The JV
didn’t have much success last year (2-6-1), but
Tolleson should be much improved this time
out.

Todd Williamson takes over a program at
CENTRAL that struggled for years, but had a
fine (10-2) campaign in 2007. Just six regulars
return from that unit, but the Bobcats could be
playoff-bound once again. Members of last
year’s 7-3 JV should help fill in the gaps.

Tiny Ryan Knight (5-8, 140, Jr.) is a key per-
former at free safety and wide receiver. He'll
receive assistance from SS/WR Rashard Lewis
(6-1, 190, Jr.), CB/KR DeMarcus Henderson (5-
10, 185, Sr.) and CB/FS David Acosta (5-9, 190,
Sr.) in the secondary. The primary backer is
senior William Flowers, a 6-1, 210-pounder
with 4.6 speed. He's also the fullback when the
Bobcats have the ball.

Calling the signals will be senior Jared
Steele, a capable 5-10, 180-pounder. Junior
General Collins (6-0, 185) and senior Cody Van
Horne (6-2, 230) are proven two-way players at
tight end and defensive end. Seniors Brian
Tolle (5-9, 225) and Tony Aguilar (6-2, 215) are
other weapons along the defensive front.

With 26 varsity veterans back from a 4-6
outfit last year, Coach Dylan Winemiller is rar-
ing to go at NORTH. There’s talent and depth
at the skill positions and linebacker seems to
be an area of strength.

The running game features junior Treven
Masse (5-9, 215), senior Job Dennis (5-8, 175)
and sophomore Antwan Pete (5-6, 150). Senior
Quentin Purry (6-3, 190) should be the starter
at quarterback.

Looking for receivers? There’s WR Dylan
Peralta (5-6, 150, Jr.), TE Steven Monteith (6-2,
215, Jr.) and WR Adam Mendoza (6-0, 180, Jr.).

Masse and Mendoza will join the likes of
Justin Strong (5-11, 225, Sr.) and Anthony
Rodriguez (5-11, 195, Sr.) at the backer posts.
Big Manny Rodriguez (5-10, 250, Sr.) is the
pacesetter in both lines, while K Jorge Virflas
(5-8, 155, Jr.) leads the special teams.

DEER VALLEY could be a sleeper in 2007.
After all, the Skyhawks return 21 lettermen
from a steady 6-4 varsity of a year ago. And
the undefeated JV (9-0) obviously has some
good players who are now ready to contribute
for Coach Sven Christianson.

The top returning veterans include
REC/DB Alfred Bowden (5-10, 185, Sr.),
RB/DB Bryce Cooper (5-11, 185, 5r.), REC/DB
Jimmy Goad (6-3, 190, Sr.), TE/DE Kory Willis
(6-2, 215, Sr.) and QB /LB Dante Sellers (6-1,
210, Sr.).

The big guys up front are seniors Ron
Mallory (6-7, 265), Gabe Montano (5-11, 230)
and junior Greg Nerger (6-0, 210). Juniors
Johnny Morrison (5-9, 185) and Jumanne
Robertson (5-10, 165) are both quick and will
challenge for playing time at running back.

First-year head mentor Ed Cook inherits a
respectable squad at BARRY GOLDWATER.
Fourteen returning starters are slated for duty
as the Bulldogs attempt to best last season’s 6-6
ledger.

Cook is looking to 10 seniors to be team
leaders. They are OT John May (6-2, 255), RB
Bobby Tomas (5-9, 200), FB C.]. Morgan (5-9,
235), WB/LB Garrett Lee (5-11, 195), TE/DE
Billy Jenson (6-3, 240), QB/FS Robby Kirn (5-
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11, 175), OG/DT Luis Salomon (6-0, 235),
C/DE Seth Rappold (5-10, 210), WR Bryan
Bohen (5-10, 160) and RB/FS Aaron Thomas (5-
10, 175).

The good news for PINNACLE is Coach
Dana Zupke has 31 lettermen back. The bad
news is the Pioneers finished with a 4-7 record
last year and now they’ve moved up to play at
the 5A-2 level.

Zupke has put together a solid 24-18 record
in his four years at Pinnacle, so maybe his guys
can get the job done.

He’s not hurting for options at running
back or wide receiver. Senior QB Evan Johnson
(6-1, 190) can hand the ball off to Jake Gibson
(5-10, 185, Sr.), Taylor Stib (5-10, 185, Jr.), John
Jones (5-10, 195, Sr.) or Kevin Jaramillo (5-8,
165, Sr.). He can throw it to WR Max
Zemezonak (5-10, 180, Sr.), WR Jon Crist (5-11,
175, Sr.) or TE Mike Glock (6-3, 180, Sr.).

And the Pioneers have good size in the
trenches, with performers like seniors Zack
Lofton (6-3, 215, Sr.), Dereck Raymond (6-3,
275), Danny Troup (6-1, 250) and junior Fred
Herdman (6-3, 245).

Whether or not Pinnacle is a legitimate con-
tender in the 5A-2 ranks remains to be seen.

Speedy Mike Liggins (5-7, 180) and big
Cody Watts (6-3, 315) — both seniors — are big-
time players for Coach Daryl Phillips at
CAMELBACK. Liggins gained 1,700 yards
rushing last year and has 4.5 speed, while
Watts anchors the offensive line.

Derek Wesley (6-2, 270, Sr.), Greg Gurrola
(6-1, 220, Jr.) and Xavier Martinez (5-11, 275,
Sr.) work with Watts in the trenches. Junior
Kaylin Ashley (5-10, 175) is a two-threat at run-
ning back and defensive back.

Defensive stoppers include DE Benino
Gurrola (6-0, 230, Sr.), LB Noah Blackburn (6-0,
185, Sr.) and LB Marco Ayon (5-9, 181, Sr.). The
Spartans should do better than last year’s 3-7
mark; after all, 23 lettermen - including 16
starters — are back in the fold.

The Jaguars of DESERT RIDGE threw for
over 3,000 yards last year, completing 63% of
their passes. That carried them to a 4-6 record
and the playoffs before a loss to Sunnyside

concluded their 2006 campaign. As a sopho-
more in this system, RB/REC Chris Heldore (5-
10, 180) snared an eye-popping 62 passes.

He's back for more, along with senior REC
Carl Curtis (5-11, 178), who tallied 29 recep-
tions last fall.

“We look to return to the playoffs,” says
Head Coach Jeremy Hathcock. “However, we
are very young and inexperienced and we
have one of the toughest schedules in 5A-2.”

Transfer Chris Jamison could be a factor.
The line has good talent and experience,
thanks to C Aaron Gibson (6-1, 275), OT Austin
Maleskie (6-3, 245), OG /DT Tali Sali (6-1, 235
and DT Nick Duncan (6-1, 282).

There's a good group at linebacker led by
Michael Cota (6-0, 210), Tyler Donald (5-11,
220) and Tony Gonzalez (6-0, 180). The leader
in the secondary should be safety Ben
Amerson (6-1, 198).

Still, much of the Jaguar success depends
on Josh Cain, a 5-11, 181-pound quarterback
who has looked good in backup duty, but now
must run that heralded Desert Ridge offensive
attack.

WILLOW CANYON, with Mike Hudnutt
running the show, is rounding into shape. The
young Wildcats finished 4-7 last year, gaining
invaluable experience for 25 lettermen return-
ing in 2007.

Coach Hudnutt knows his guys will have
to mature and improve, since moving up from
4A-1 to 5A-2 won't be easy.

His prime-time players are RB/DB B] Scott
(5-8, 175, Jr.), TE/DE Justin Jones (6-2, 225, Sr.),
FB/LB Daniel Torres (5-10, 190, Sr.), OL/LB
Micah Henige (5-10, 225, Sr.), WR /DB Justin

Coach Mike Waters is on the right track at
LA JOYA, where the Fighting Lobos are head-
ing into their third year of varsity competition.
They went 2-8 in 2005 and 4-6 in 2006.

If La Joya is to post a winning mark in 2007,
watch for S/RB Pedro Olvera (6-1, 180, Sr.),
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RB/CB Jeremiah Cornist (5-9, 150, Jr.), DL
Christian Upshaw (6-3, 235, Sr.), OT Mitchell
Clayton (6-3, 240, Sr.) and FB/LB Brandon
Thomas (5-11, 190, Sr.) to lead the way.

Altogether, 14 lettermen - including 10
starters — are back in uniform for Coach
Waters.

Head Coach Will Babb had a tough time at
SUNRISE MOUNTAIN last season. The
Mustangs showed just two wins against eight
losses in 2006, so they’re looking to turn things
around this time out.

Twenty-two lettermen return, headed by
QB Jeff Decker (5-10, 175, Sr.), OL/DL Jordan
Zarrillaki (6-4, 275, Sr.), LB/ QB Gilbert Galindo
(6-0, 205, Sr.), DB/RB Danny Lange (5-10, 170,
Sr.), RB Alex Weathers (5-8, 175, Sr.) and
WR/DB Woody Nisbett (5-9, 160, Sr.). Decker,
Lange, Weathers and Nisbett all have 4.6 speed
or better.

Others to watch include OL Kyle Kwand (6-

TE/DE Josh Saloiz (6-0, 210, Sr.), K/LB Roman

last year. Coach Dan Friedman welcomes back
20 lettermen from that squad, including return-

Jr.) and Damari Lewis (5-10, 160, Jr.) will carry
the pigskin most of the time for Skyline.

Mainstays up front are C Marros Bermudez
(5-8, 240, Sr.), OG/LB Luis Kolonics (5-11, 180,
Sr.), OL Matthew Sigman (6-0, 200, Sr.), OL
Kyle Schmidt (5-10, 210, Sr.) and DE Lance
Hyer (6-1, 180, Jr.).

DB Matt Ditsworth (5-11, 170, Jr.) and K
Jared Smith (6-1, 180, Jr.) will also contribute.

Establishing a football program isn’t easy.
Breaking into play at the 5A-2 level can be bru-
tal.

Watch for RB/DB TyQuan Wilson (6-0,
175, Sr.), WR /DB Kyree Perkins (5-8, 160,
Sr.), QB /DB Jeff Sealinger (6-1, 180, Sr.) and
QB/LB Travis Ramirez (6-0, 195, So.) to help
get the job done.

AGUA FRIA will certainly miss Everson
Griffen. Our Phoenix Metro and Arizona
Player of the Year (see pages 4 and 21AZ)
was quite possibly the most recruited player
in the history of our state. He finally opted
for USC and certainly has all the necessary
tools to be a great collegiate player.

Coach Kelly Epley does have seven
starters back from his club that posted a
nifty 12-1 slate, advancing to the 4A-1 semi-
finals. Foremost among the returning regu-

A sure sign of the East Valley’s growth is

JUNCTION. For years, with some of the
smallest enrollment figures in the classifica-
tion, the Prospectors had trouble competing
at the 4A level. Now, with an enrollment of
1,810 students, AJ is among the largest
schools in the Desert Sky Region.

Coach Max Ragsdale guided his guys to
a fine season in 2006; the Prospectors fin-
ished 9-5, advancing to the 4A-2 semifinals
before bowing to Higley. Four key players —
RB/DB Shane McCullen (6-1, 195, Jr.),

Is Tms Tl-lE Year for the Cardmals?
WHISENHUNT TAKES OVER AS HEAD COACH

Obviously, the Cardinals didn’t enjoy much success in 2006. Fans
of professional football teams that win five and lose 11 have very lit-
tle to celebrate, with rare exceptions.

Management wasn’t too thrilled either. At season’s end, Coach
Dennis Green was fired and the Ken Whisenhunt era began.
Certainly, Whisenhunt has a great reputation in the league, having
served on the coaching staff of the Pittsburgh Steelers for the past
six years. And he brought along Russ Grimm to serve as his assis-
tant head coach; Grimm is widely regarded as one of the top offen-
sive line coaches in football.

It isn't as though the Cardinals don’t have talent. In fact, that
shaky 5-11 ledger could easily have been 8-8 or better, if Arizona
had just closed out some games they let get away. Bitter early-sea-
son home losses to St. Louis (16-14), Kansas City (23-20) and
Chicago (24-23) left fans shaking their heads in disbelief as they
exited brand-new University of Phoenix Stadium.

Can they get it right? Start with second-year quarterback Matt
Leinart. Green benched veteran Kurt Warner when the club started
slowly. In the middle of a devastating seven-game losing streak,
Leinart got the nod. He completed nearly 57% of his passes, threw
for over 2,500 yards, but finished with more interceptions (12) than
touchdowns (11). Warner contributed another 1,377 yards passing,
but he was far from spectacular.

Leinart must become the quarterback the Cardinals envisioned
when they drafted him. And the sooner the better. Because the fran-
chise needs a great quarterback so badly, Arizona fans are hoping
Leinart can grow up quickly.

He has a great pair of wideouts in Anquan Bolden and Larry
Fitzgerald. They combined for 152 receptions for 2,149 yards and 10
six-pointers in 2006. And their numbers were down! Remember
Fitzgerald missed nearly half of last season due to injury. In 2005,
the pair totaled 205 catches for 2,811 yards and 17 TDs.

Former Indianapolis Colt Edgerrin James was signed last year to
energize the rushing attack. The results were so-so. Yes, James
gained his 1,000 yards, but he averaged just 3.4 yards per carry and
his long-gainer of the year was 18 yards.

Everyone knows Arizona has been extremely disappointing in
the offensive line. Big Leonard Davis left for Dallas and the
