NAU LumberJacks Ready to Go

Nine Starters on Offense Back for 2007 Season

Northern Arizona
University’s coaching
staff, players and fans
hope things come togeth-
er, so this can be a very
special year.

There’s every reason
for optimism. The
Lumberjacks doubled up
on victories last year
(from three in 2005 to six
in 2006). They have 39
returning lettermen,
including nine starters on
offense and five regulars
on defense. NAU posted
winning records in the
Big Sky Conference (4-3)
and overall (6-5), despite
opening the season on the
road against Arizona State
and Utah.

Well, the Lumberjacks
deserve a lot of respect.
They absorbed one-sided
losses to ASU (35-14) and
Utah (45-7) before
rebounding to win six of
the final nine contests.

Even the three defeats
showed character: a 39-32
barnburner at home ver-
sus Montana State, a 24-21
nail-biter before 23,626
fans at third-ranked
Montana and a 34-26
sparring session at the
Dome against #25
Portland State.

They won their final
two games last fall
against Weber State and Northern
Colorado by a 96-20 count.

So, can NAU pick up where it left off
last year?

Sure, if they can replace QB Jason
Murrietta, the runnerup for the coveted
Walter Payton Award. Murrietta had a
brilliant career with the Jacks. In his sen-
ior year alone, he connected on 214 of 329
passes for 2,827 yards and 34 scores
against just five interceptions.

Last year’s backup — junior Lance

Kenny Mahone was the second leading receiver for the Lumberjacks
in 2006, grabbing 40 passes for 474 yards and six touchdowns. He
also returned punts and kickoffs for NAU (Paynter Pics).

Kriesien — might get first shot to replace
Murrietta. Or it could one of a couple of
other squad members or possibly Fresno
State transfer Sean Norton. As a senior, he
merely led Hart HS to the CIF Division II
title, checking in with an incredible 4,067
yards passing and 44 six-pointers.
Whoever takes over at quarterback
will be blessed with a first-class receiving
corps. The undisputed leader of that
group is returning First-Team All-
America Alex Watson. He enjoyed a fan-
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tastic junior season, bring-
ing in 82 receptions for
1,017 yards and an eye-
popping 15 TDs. Against
ASU in the first game of
the year, he torched the
Sun Devil secondary for
12 catches for 214 yards.
He has a great chance to
move on to the NFL next
year.

But, as good as Watson
is, he’s far from the whole
show. Fellow wideout
Kenny Mahone chipped
in with 40 receptions for
nearly 500 yards and six
touchdowns. He’s back
too. So is Skyler Moore
(39 for 687 yards and nine
TDs). Ditto TE Shaun
Fitzpatrick (20-229-1) and
RB Alex Henderson (14-
215-1).

Speaking of
Henderson, he paced the
2006 NAU running attack,
gaining 1,014 yards rush-
ing as a redshirt fresh-
man. The Lumberjack
offense may be a little
more dependent on the
running game, especially
early in the year while
Coach Souers finds a suit-
able replacement for the
departed Murrieta.
Henderson could have a
monster career in
Flagstaff.

The O-Line returns
four of five starters —
including the likes of mammoth tackle
Justin Tyler (6-7, 320), Trevor Heekin,
Kevin Meagher and Jon Toailoa.

Placekicker Robbie Dehaze was
remarkable as a sophomore last fall. He
hit 13 of 17 field goal attempts, including
7-10 from 40+ yards. He was also 43 of 44
on PATs, so the kicking game is a big-time
plus. Replacing punter Rhian Madrid will
be a chore. As a senior in 2006, Madrid
merely averaged 44.4 yards per punt,
placing 13 down inside the 20.

Defensively, NAU has a bit more
rebuilding to do.

Safety Jeff Wheeler, who led the Jacks
in tackles and tied for the lead in inter-
ceptions, is gone via graduation.
Linebacker Chris Hunsaker was second in
tackles and collected 11.5 sacks; he’s gone.
Another linebacker, D.]. Wade, was third
in tackles — gone. Well, you get the idea.

That’s not to say some good talent
isn’t returning. As a junior, DE DeAndre
Johnson had 47 total tackles, including 4.5
behind the line of scrimmage. He'll help
anchor the defensive line in 2007, along
with big DE Drew Hoffman, another sen-
ior. Blair Boynton, who was injured
against ASU and lost for the season, has
recovered and should be a factor along
the defensive front.

Senior Shaun Baker is a bruising line-
backer and he’s back. Joining him will be
junior Jared Fano and senior Joe Mitchell.

One of the leaders in the secondary
should be senior safety Adam Wright; he
registered 40 tackles and a pick last year.

Senior Ricky Wilson is coming off a
solid season and will also play a major
role as a defensive back.

Cornerback K.J. Gerard is back and
ready to play, after being injured in the
ASU contest.

Austin Martin had a fine freshman
campaign and the Lumberjacks will bene-
fit from his work for the next three years.
You might also watch Kurt Karstens,
Marcus Mcllwain, Niegel Clemens,
Trason Bragg and Nate Dedic. Karstens
had three interceptions last fall.

Obviously, Souers is hoping some of
the underclassmen on last year’s team, as
well as some of the new recruits shown
on this page, can help fill in the gaps.

The NAU defense gave up 27 points
and 378 yards of total offense per game
last season.

Jacob Jarvis (6-1, 195, Jr.), WR/DB Brian
Scatos (6-1, 175, So.), TE/DE Nick Randall
(6-3, 190, Jr.) and TE/DE Jordan Pruzina
(6-3, 205, Jr.).

Either Trevor Cruz or Josh Chavez
should win the nod at quarterback.
TE/DE Ty Asay (6-4, 215) is a senior
transfer from West Virginia.

LAKE HAVASU tackles its upcoming
season with senior field general Trevor
Athay (6-2, 205) at the helm. As a junior,
he passed for over 1,000 yards and ran for
nearly 900 more. He’s a dynamic player
for the Knights.

Also, keep your eyes on senior line-
backer Mike Walton (5-11, 175). Last year
he tallied 82 tackles and was all over the
field.

Lake Havasu plays in the highly com-

In
2006, Mingus, seeded fifth, was eliminat-
ed by #4 Washington, 27-21, in the state
quarterfinals.

Could it be that this 2007 team will
produce the Marauders’ first state football
crown since 19977

If that happens, you can count on run-
ning back Layton Dickerson to supply
much of the firepower. As a junior, he
rushed for over 1,200 yards and hit the
end zone 21 times.

Two more honors candidates — LB
Emmanuel Hernandez (5-10, 210, Sr.) and
TE/DE Tim Kessel (6-4, 210, Sr.) — should
be key performers for the Marauders.

Others to watch include WR/DB Tim
Austill (6-0, 160), RB Trevor Jones (5-8,
170), RB/DB Tyler Thompson (5-8, 170)
and LB Joe Loehr (5-9, 180) — all seniors.

Altogether, Young has 25 lettermen
back from his 10-3 team of a year ago.

Pigg is good at just about everything he
tries; he’s a running back, defensive back,
placekicker and punter for the Bears. He's
also their fastest player. Buehler is a rock
at both offensive guard and linebacker.

The quarterback could be recent trans-
fer Marshall Bailey (6-2, 195, Jr.). Others
to watch are WR/DB Justin Kilduff (5-10,
158, Sr.), RB/OLB Kevin Golleher (5-10,
180, Sr.), OL Kyle Arias (6-2, 278, Jr.), LB

Velazquez (5-10, 192, Sr.), DT Dillon
Doucette (5-11, 327, Jr.), OG Joshua
Campbell (5-8, 200, Jr.) and DT Devin

“We will be very young and inexperi-

enced,” says COCONINO Head Coach
Tadd Ragan. Only six varsity veterans are
slated to return for the Panthers, 2-8 in
2006.

This squad may be lacking in some
positions, but there are plenty of running
backs and linebackers, headed by Johnny

The top returning lineman is Troy Drovin,
a 6-3, 190-pound sophomore.

As good as Coolidge has been in
recent years, WICKENBURG is still in
the picture and deserves our utmost
respect. Coach Norris Vaughan and his
Wranglers battled past 13 straight rivals
last year before dropping a hard-fought
contest to Coolidge in the finals. Could
another “Big Game Appearance” be just
ahead?

Returning all-state quarterback Drew
Vaughan (6-0, 174) will do his best to
direct his team past the Bears in 2007. He
completed 65% of his passes in 2006,
good for 1,941 yards.

He has plenty of help too, thanks to 19
other lettermen back in uniform.
However, the offense returns just three
starters, while the defense has eight regu-
lars ready to go. Coach Vaughan will
blend in the guys of last year’s 8-0-1 JV.

Junior Blake Crissman (6-2, 225)
earned all-state recognition as a sopho-
more tackle last fall. Sheldon Murphy (5-
9, 160), another junior, is remarkable in
the secondary. Senior DE Aaron Marsh (6-
3, 190) could blossom into a college
prospect.

Besides Crissman and Marsh, the line
features DL Matt Deacon (5-10, 225, Sr.)
and DE Dallas Mills (6-3, 180, Jr.). Best
backer is Kellan Henderson (5-10, 185,
Sr.), while the secondary is well-stocked
with Jordan Pollec (5-10, 150, Jr.), Enrique
Bernal (5-10, 160, Jr.) and Lane Leevitt (5-
11, 160, Sr.) ready to defend. Kicker Derek
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Sievert (6-0, 180, Sr.) could be the differ-
ence in close games.

BLUE RIDGE, 8-4 in 2006, returns a
solid foundation of players from a year
ago. At the top of that list is senior quar-
terback Bryan Williams (6-3, 190). He has
started 23 games thus far for the
Yellowjackets and Head Coach Paul Moro
thinks he has the ability to play college
football.

Moro has seen plenty of good players
in his 22-year career. His overall record of
233-41 borders on the unbelievable.

Williams will have plenty of familiar
faces in the huddle, namely returning reg-
ulars RB Jose Rosales (5-10, 170, Sr.), RB
Steel Armstrong (6-0, 205, Jr.), RB Isaah

Williams, Armstrong, Wise, Boyd and
Lundgren also start on defense, along
with DE Steve Parkinson (5-11, 175, Sr.),
LB Justin Herrera (5-9, 180, Sr.), SS Griffin
Sturn (5-11, 165, Jr.), CB Ryan Martinez (5-
9, 150) and CB Dustin Simmons (5-10,
165, Jr.).

Others to watch are Nick Donahue,
Andrew Haupt, James Pacheco, George
Rucker, Josh Rogerson, Tyler Beus,
Hayden Jones, Clayton Lee, Daniel
Mendez, Nathan Schimmel, Gerald Stead,
Steven Pearson and Jose Campos.

ROUND VALLEY is returning to its
glory days. With Coach Russ Semore at
the helm, the Elks were excellent in 2006,
winning 11 of 12 contests. A respectable
eight lettermen are back in uniform and
members of last season’s 9-1 junior varsi-
ty will also make big contributions.

It’s difficult to overlook standout play-
ers like Travis Trickey, a 6-4, 225-pound
senior linebacker. He’s among the best in
the state.

His running mate at another line-
backer slot is senior Tell Udall (5-9, 185),
while corners Evan Hamblin (6-1, 170)
and Bauer Brown (5-9, 150) are also high-
ly regarded.

The junior class is led by QB Hayden
Eager (6-3, 170) and OT Jake Ray (6-2,
220). Coach Semore has a nifty 29-9
record in his three years in Springerville.
It’s more of the same for Round Valley in
2007.

WINSLOW has put together a nice
run the last couple of years. The Bulldogs
reached the title game in 2005, dropping a
34-19 decision to Coolidge.

Then, last November, Winslow



advanced to the state semis, only to lose a
heartbreaking 28-24 match to - you
guessed it — eventual champion Coolidge.

Next year, I'll celebrate my 30th year
in the sports publishing business. Over
the course of my career, I've worked with
many school administrators, athletic
directors and coaches at the high school
level, as well as athletic department man-
agers, sports information personnel and
coaches at the collegiate level.

And I've worked with a number of
top-tlight people in advertising sales. If
you're not in the publishing business, it
would be nearly impossible for you to
know just how important advertisers are
to any publication.

When Barry Sollenberger started the
Phoenix Metro Football Magazine 37
years ago, he called upon his business
friends and acquaintances for advertising
support. He called school district officials,
athletic directors and coaches. He relied
on school booster clubs for the dollars to
breathe life into his magazine.

And the community responded! Two
years after Barry’s death, people like Janie
Riddle, Bill Bailey, Jerry Kleven, Cathy
Downing, Dave Young, Leroy Gaintner,
Mark Matsock, Rich Reid, Michael Lewis,
Paul Edge, Kris Hjerpe, Dave Berman and
Larry Markichevich — just to name a few -
are still supporting these pubications that
mean so much to so many people.

And so are officials from school dis-
tricts and individual high schools. From
the fall of 1991 until the end of 2006, that
was Dick Stuart’s specialty.

Together we worked on State
Championship Programs in Arizona,
Colorado, New Mexico, California,
Nevada and Connecticut. I put the books
together after Dick sold most of the ads.

A call just up the street to his beloved
Brophy Prep was often followed by one
to Flagstaff High and then by dozens
more to Denver, San Diego and Las
Vegas. Dick was absolutely relentless.

He believed in these publications. He
knew we needed advertisers to keep
them alive. And so he pushed on.

Call after call.

“Dave, why won't this guy call me

back? Don't these people understand we
need them? I think she’s avoiding my
calls!”

If you're going to sell advertising at
any level, you'd better be ready for rejec-
tion. It isn’t pleasant, but you must accept
it as part of the job. You must be willing
to make enough calls to reach your goals.
It’s a numbers game.

Dick was always willing to go the
extra mile to help our publications get to
press. As the years went by, regardless of
his health, he kept making those calls.

Thanks, Dick, for everything you did.
Your contributions to high school sports
in Arizona, to the Fiesta Bowl and so on
were truly outstanding.

And, I of all people know, the only rea-
son Dick isn’t working the phones right
now is we lost him on December 16, 2006,
when he suddenly passed away at the
age of 69.

Our company is looking for an adver-
tising salesman. Eventually, we'll find
someone. But that person will never
replace Dick!

Is Tms Tl-lE Year for the Cardmals?
WHISENHUNT TAKES OVER AS HEAD COACH

Obviously, the Cardinals didn’t enjoy much success in 2006. Fans
of professional football teams that win five and lose 11 have very lit-
tle to celebrate, with rare exceptions.

Management wasn’t too thrilled either. At season’s end, Coach
Dennis Green was fired and the Ken Whisenhunt era began.
Certainly, Whisenhunt has a great reputation in the league, having
served on the coaching staff of the Pittsburgh Steelers for the past
six years. And he brought along Russ Grimm to serve as his assis-
tant head coach; Grimm is widely regarded as one of the top offen-
sive line coaches in football.

It isn't as though the Cardinals don’t have talent. In fact, that
shaky 5-11 ledger could easily have been 8-8 or better, if Arizona
had just closed out some games they let get away. Bitter early-sea-
son home losses to St. Louis (16-14), Kansas City (23-20) and
Chicago (24-23) left fans shaking their heads in disbelief as they
exited brand-new University of Phoenix Stadium.

Can they get it right? Start with second-year quarterback Matt
Leinart. Green benched veteran Kurt Warner when the club started
slowly. In the middle of a devastating seven-game losing streak,
Leinart got the nod. He completed nearly 57% of his passes, threw
for over 2,500 yards, but finished with more interceptions (12) than
touchdowns (11). Warner contributed another 1,377 yards passing,
but he was far from spectacular.

Leinart must become the quarterback the Cardinals envisioned
when they drafted him. And the sooner the better. Because the fran-
chise needs a great quarterback so badly, Arizona fans are hoping
Leinart can grow up quickly.

He has a great pair of wideouts in Anquan Bolden and Larry
Fitzgerald. They combined for 152 receptions for 2,149 yards and 10
six-pointers in 2006. And their numbers were down! Remember
Fitzgerald missed nearly half of last season due to injury. In 2005,
the pair totaled 205 catches for 2,811 yards and 17 TDs.

Former Indianapolis Colt Edgerrin James was signed last year to
energize the rushing attack. The results were so-so. Yes, James
gained his 1,000 yards, but he averaged just 3.4 yards per carry and
his long-gainer of the year was 18 yards.

Everyone knows Arizona has been extremely disappointing in
the offensive line. Big Leonard Davis left for Dallas and the

The Cardinals went with rookie Matt Leinart at quarterback for
most of the 2006 campaign. The former Heisman Trophy win-
ner had his moments, throwing for 2,547 yards and 11 scores.
But, for Arizona to post a winning record and have a shot at the
playoffs, Coach Whisenhunt and crew will need Leinart to
improve on those numbers in 2007 (Paynter Pics).
