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I TUCSON SUNNYSIDE . . . The Blue Devils 
should set the standard in the AAA ranks this 
season, with electrifying Fred Sims (see cover) 

showing the way. During a remarkable junior campaign , 
Sims merely scampered for 1440 yards end over eight 
yards per carry. He grabbed All-City and First Teem All­
State honors for his efforts and there should be no stop­
ping him in '80. Sims figures to close out his prep career 
in grand style, utilizing his great running instincts , good 
size (5-10,205) and 4.6 speed to the utmost. But es good es 
he is, Sims is far from the whole story at Sunnyside . 
Coach Paul Petty (who sports a 113-62-6 career mark) has 
a bevy of dependable players, many of whom have ex­
cellent credentials. Senior Mike Bracamonte, a 5-11, 185-
pounder with 4.7 speed, returns in the secondary, where 
he garnered numerous awards last year, in addition to 
his nine interceptions and 11 more deflections . There's a 
good chance that Blue Devil fans will also see 
Bracamonte team with Sims in the offensive backfield . 
Tough Glen Duran (5-10,170,sr) is a valuable performer 
at noseguard , but he can play just about anywhere . The 
remainder of the roster shows outstanding size, especial­
ly in the form of linemen Jesse Leinard (6-4,295) and 
David Valenzuela (6-0,240). Petty and crew will even 
have the services of Ken Holt, the younger brother of 
former University of Arizona gridder Harr y Holt. The 
younger Holt is a transfer from Texas who is a fine 
.athlete with size (6-4,195). He'll be e welcome addition . 
The upcoming season should really be something special 
for this Sunnyside unit , as they move into a new stadium 
with a wealth of talent. 

2 MESA MOUNTAIN VIEW .. . Highly regard ed 
heed coach Jesse Parker usually fields e very 
highly regarded teem and this year is no excep­

tion. The Toros streaked past ten straight opponents , 
winning the '79 Central Division A League championship 
in the process. However , in the first round of the 
playoffs, Mountain View lost e tight decision to rival 
Mesa, thereby ending their hopes to repeat es AAA 
champs. But this is a new year end the Toros ere raring to 
go. "We expect to have en excellent football team -
though smeller than last year and more inexperienced ," 
says Parker. Yet this year 's edition appears to hav e 
quickness end depth, plus that ever-important tradition . 
Parker's signal caller should be senior John Colemen (5-
10,170), who can also double in the seconda ry. He started 
nine games et quarterback and five more at defensive 
beck lest fall. One of his main targets will be wingback 
Kevin Ven Norman, a 5-9, 160-pound senior with good 
hands . Others to watch are tackle Jeff Roberts (6-3,215), 
center Merk Lerdall (5-10,180), guard Mike Bryant (5-
11,180) end tackle Pat Bailey (5-11,185) along the line ; 
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Sunnyslde's Fred Sims galloped for 1,440 yards In 1979, best ever 
by a Blue Devil back.

while quarterback Jim Durant! (5-8,155). fullback Mike 
Edison (5-10,180) and halfback David Hoopes (5-9,170) 
will work at the skill positions. 

3 TEMPE McCLINTOCK . .. "We have the potential 
to be the best team in the state," says veteran 
coach Karl Kiefer. Of course, that would be 

nothing new for the Chargers, who compiled the best 
AAA football record in the state over the past decade. 
And with six starters back on offense and another half 
dozen back from the defensive unit, there's ample 
reason for optimism. Watch for senior Jim Fossenkemper 
at quarterback and the likes of Mike Arthur and Terry 
Payne at the running backs. The receiving chores should 
fall into the capable hands of Kelly Greer (5-7,150,WR), 
James Sosinski (6-2,180,WR) and Mike Griffith (6-
1,180,TE]. Meanwhile, Jeff Case, Ken Ivory, Tim Judge 
(6-3,210), Chris Rosner, Jon Warren and Richard Young 
will provide the backbone of the interior line . McClin­
tock's linebackers should be supe_r, thanks to the perfor­
mances of Chuck Abbadessa (5-6,160), Dick Baniszewski 
(5-10,170), Todd French (6-3,215], Greg Land (6-4,185), 
Tad Thomas (5-5, 150) and Tim Whitlock (5-11,175). Not to 
be outdone is the secondary, which boosts the skills of a 
trio of seniors - Danny Hinds, Mike Popkins end Charlie 
Marshall. The Chargers uncharacteristically missed the 
playoffs last season with a 6-3-1 mark. We'd be very sur­
prised if they don't battle back into the championship 
picture this time . 
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With these 20 returning lettermen, McC/intock seems well on its 
way to matching their winning performance during the Seventies 
- best in the AAA ranks. 

4 AMPHITHEATER . . . The reigning AAA 
titlists, the '80 Panthers have a tough act to follow. 
Fortunately for Amphi fans, several key 

returnees are still available from last season's 13-0 
squad. Foremost among the veterans are five seniors and 
a junior. Flashy running backs Joey Canizales (5-8,165) 
and Morgan Maxwell (5-11,185) can gobble up big chu nks 
of yardage al any time, while offensive tackle Chuck 
Colbert (6-3,230) makes sure no one gets in their path to 
the goal line. Fourth-year defensive tackle Rick Aikens 
(6-5,220) anchors the stoppers, with the assistance of 
junior linebacker Robbie Lieurance (5-11,190) and 
defensive back Joe Valenzuela (5-10,185). Of course, a 
major rebuilding job lies ahead, but coach Vern Friedli 
will get the most from his guys. And that should be plen­
ty! 

5 GLENDALE APOLLO ... With eight defensive 
starters still available, including the entire secor­
dary, the Hawks (8-3 last season) should be es­

pecially stingy when the other team has the ball. That 
secondary , consisting of seniors Jim Meeks (5-11,175), 
Steve Nelson (6-4,190), Tim O'Dell (5-11,170) and Jim 
McGinlay (5-10,170), is a classy group. Of course, stan­
dout linebackers John Knight (6-0,210) and Jerry Lopez 
(5-10,185,jr) certainly will put the clamps on many a ball 
carrier, while Larry Lopez (Jerry's twin brother, also 5-
10,185), Kevin Horne (5-10,175) and Pat Sell (6-2,185) 
should anchor the line . On offense, the signal caller 
could be Craig Stone , a 6-1, 200 pound senior. He'll work

An explosive 
set of running becks will once again be the focal 
point of the Bruins. As this teem heeds into their 

first year of competition in the new Metro Division, 
veteran Rick Pickett (5-10,175) end transfer Melvin 
Howard (6-3,200) could both creek the 1000-yerd barrier 
for coach Bill Mitton .

The 6-1, 218-pound Roggeman merely averaged 16 stops a 
game as a junior, in addition to his six fumble recoveries 
and thre e interceptions. The defensive tackle tandem of 
Bill Mil ler (6-0,210) and Brian Koch (B-4,215) has proven 
ve ry effective in smothering enemy offensive attacks, 
while tenacious tailback Scott McMurrey (5-10,175) is the 
chief ground threat for the Cougars . Graduation claimed 
the outstandi ng passing combination of Mark Mistler to 
Jay Dobyns, but Sahuaro could easily approach last 
yea r's 8-2 ledger.

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contending bunch. Scatback Darryl Walker will be near 
the top of the statistics in rushing yardage, barring in­
jury. He's like money in the bank. Another good one is 
quarterback Troy Lawton, who at 6-0 and 165 pounds will 
set the tone when the Rockets have the ball. Moon Valley 
might just have a second Newsome in the line who can 
knock heads with the best of 'em . Mike Newsome, the 
younger brother of standout offensive tackle Earl New­
some, will do his best to fill the void caused by his 
brother's graduation. The stickout of the defensive unit is 
definitely all-stater John Heffron, a 6-0, 175-pound ball of 
fire . There are some unproven youngsters in the 
trenches, but offensive guard Dwight Behrens (5-11,190) 
is counted upon to provide a steadying influence . 

14 PHOENIX THUNDERBIRD ... The Chiefs 
are another Skyline contender with some 
rebuilding to do, but with lots of momentum 

in the right direction. The Mike Clark-coached Chiefs 
raced to a nifty 8-1-1 mark last year and several stalwarts 
are back from that club. The offensive backfield will 
feature quarterback Rick Huber (6-3,205), in addition to 
the running back pair of Don Tracy (6-0,180) and Tim 
Petros (5-9,180). Tracy has the best statistics, having rush­
ed for 650 yards as a junior. Senior defensive end Glenn 
Marion (6-0,180) registered 15 sacks last time around, so 
he figures to make some big stops this campaign too. Also 
leading the defense will be tackle Jeff Brown (6-2,205) 
and linebacker Jeff Howe (5-9,180). while Huber should 
see action at a defensive end position. Thunderbird's 
record may not be quite as good as it was a year ago, but 
no one is taking the Chiefs lightly. 

15 SCOTTSDALE ... Possibly the number one 
darkhorse to sneak in and do some real 
damage in the upcoming drive for the AAA 

crown. The Beavers have 25 returning lettermen back 
from a group that finished 6-3-1 in '79. Included among 
that bunch are two outstanding quarterbacks and 14 
starters in all. The top athlete on the Scottsdal e roster is 
undoubtedly Randy Hayes. A definite all-state can­
didate, the 6-2, 185-pound Hayes will be the key man , 
wherever he plays. Last season he was the quart erba ck 
for the first seven games until an injury stopped him. 
During that stretch Hayes fired for 943 yards on the 
strength of 74 completions in 125 attempts. He came back 
at a slotback post in the final game to pull down five 
receptions for 78 yards and two scores. Hayes is also a 
fine defensive back and has ample speed (4.6) to play a 
number of positions. If Hayes doesn't assume the 
quarterback spot, senior Don Kesteloot (6-1,170) certain­
ly will. He's also a very capable performer, though not 
quite as quick as Hayes. Others who should see plenty of 
action are tackles Scott Hodgeman (6-2,210) and Tom

And the tight 
end will be Ricardo Mitchell, no midget himself at 6-5 and 
195 pounds. Head mentor Truman Williamson admits. 
"We must start over In backfield ." Senior ru nning ba ck 
Sam Loucks, a 5-10, 180-pounder with 4.7 speed, could be 
part of the solution. Nose guard Johnson was in on 169 
tackles last year and he will team with defensive end 
Kevin Polston (6-1,200) to boost the stoppers. Buen a was 
7-4 a year ago.
